A1. Accounting Policies

The Group has reassessed and determined that all leasehold land of the Group are in substance finance leases and has reclassified the leasehold land to property, plant and equipment.  This change in accounting policy has been made retrospectively in accordance with the transitional provision of this FRS amendment.

B1. Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries 

For the financial period under review, the Group recorded a 17% increase in revenue to RM10.530 million as compared to RM8.976 million generated in the previous year corresponding period. The increase in revenue is mainly due to higher sales generated from the engineered doors.
In line with the increase in revenue, the Group registered higher profit before taxation of RM1.695 million against profit before tax of RM1.256 million reported in the previous year corresponding period.    
B2. Material Changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the results of the preceding Quarter

The Group registered a slightly lower profit before taxation of RM0.816 million in the current quarter as compared to profit before taxation of RM0.879 million in the preceding quarter. The lower profit is mainly due to lower sales generated from the engineered doors division.    
B3. Prospects

(a) The wood business remains challenging, however the sales order in the engineered doors division should be reasonably satisfactory in the next quarter while the Group’s hire purchase business will continue to generate consistent income.
The Board is of the view that the Group’s performance in the next quarter will remain profitable.
