Review of performance
Revenue for the quarter and the year ended 30 June 2005 was lower by 60% and 47% respectively as compared to the preceding year’s corresponding quarter/year.

The loss before tax for the above quarter/year, however, has reduced by 41% and 31% respectively as compared to the same quarter/year of the preceding year. 

The above variances were mainly due to the deconsolidation of the granite quarry division effective 30 June 2004.

Material changes in quarterly results

The loss before tax for the quarter ended 30 June 2005 has decreased by RM9.9 million or 44% over the immediate preceding quarter ended 31 March 2005.  This was mainly due to higher contribution from the plantation, lower share of losses from an associated company and gain on disposal of investment in a subsidiary.
