Basis of Preparation


The interim financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention except for the revaluation of leasehold land & buildings and medical equipment. The timber concession rights are stated at fair value as at date of acquisition of the subsidiary. 


The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of Financial Reporting Standard (FRS) 134: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.


The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2006. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2006.

Changes in Accounting Policies


The significant accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2006 except for the adoption of the following new/ revised Financial Reporting Standards (“FRSs”) effective for the financial period beginning on or after 1 January 2007:

The Group has not adopted FRS 139 Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement as its effective date has been deferred.
The adoption of FRS 6, 1192004, and 124 will not have a significant impact on the group. The principal effect of the change in accounting policy resulting from the adoption of the revised FRS 117 is explained below:


FRS 117 – Lease

Prior to 1 January 2007, leasehold land was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses. The adoption of the revised FRS 117 has resulted in a retrospective change in the accounting policy relating to the classification of leasehold land.

Leases of land and buildings are classified as operating or finance leases in the same ways as leases of other assets and the land and buildings elements of a lease of land and buildings are considered separately for the purpose of lease classification. Leasehold land is now classified as operation lease and where necessary, the minimum lease payments or the up-front payments made are allocated between the land and the buildings elements in proportion to the relative fair values for leasehold interests in the land element and buildings element of the lease at the inception of the lease. The up-front payments made for the leasehold land represents prepaid land lease payments and are amortised on a straight-line basis over the lease term.
2.
Changes in Accounting Policies (cont’d)

The group has applied the change in accounting policy in respect of leasehold land and building in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 117. The classification of leasehold land from property, plant and equipment to prepaid lease payments has been accounted for retrospectively in the consolidated balance sheets. As at 31 December 2006, the total unamortised revalued amounts of leasehold land amounting to RM6 million is retained as the surrogate carrying amount of prepaid lease payments and are amortised on a straight-line basis over their lease terms. However, the adoption of the revised FRS 117 has no financial effect on the consolidated income statements.

Review of Performance


Revenue

The Group recorded a revenue of RM49.712 million for the cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2007, which represents an increase of RM10.662 million or 27.30% as compared to the corresponding cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2006.  

The increase in revenue was mainly due to an increase in timber quotas by 34,400 cubic meters as compared to the corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2006. The Medical Centre also recorded an improvement of RM1.677 million on revenue contribution to the Group during the current cumulative quarter as compared to the corresponding cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2006.

For the current quarter ended 30 September 2007, the Group recorded a revenue of RM16.233 million compared to RM14.612 million in the corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2006 , representing an increase of RM1.621 million or 11.10%.
These were mainly due to a higher revenue contribution of RM1.564 million from the timber business in the current quarter as a result of an increase in the timber quotas of 6,000 cubic meters. In addition, the revenue generated from the Medical Centre had also improved by RM0.048 million for the current quarter.

Profit before tax

The Group recorded a lower pre-tax profit of RM9.237 million for the cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2007, as compared to RM15.792 million during the corresponding cumulative quarter ended 30 September 2006.

For the current quarter three (3) months ended 30 September 2007, the Group recorded a lower pre-tax profit of RM3.858 million as compared to the corresponding quarter three (3) months ended 30 September 2006 of RM8.609 million.

This was mainly due to the relatively lower profit contribution from our associate company i.e.Wijaya Baru Sdn. Bhd.(“WBSB”) due to the completion of one Port Klang Free Zone project  in March 2007. However, the Group’s result is expected to improve as our associate company has secured a sizeable flood mitigation project from the Department of Irrigation and Drainage Malaysia. WBSB is also in the process of negotiating and tendering for other infrastructure projects under the 9th Malaysia Plan. 
17.
Variation of Results Against Preceding Quarter


Group’s pre-tax profit for current quarter ended 30 September 2007 was RM3.858 million as compared to Group’s pre-tax profit of RM0.878 million for the preceding quarter ended 30 June 2007.


The positive variation of RM2.980 million was mainly due to the compensation received from Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd. for loss of goodwill during the current quarter three (3) months ended 30 September 2007.
18.
Current Year Prospects


Timber and Medical services remain as the core business of the Group besides the construction activities of our associate company, which has secured substantial construction contracts.
Currently our associate company had secured a flood mitigation project from the Department of Irrigation and Drainage Malaysia for a contract sum of RM340.52 million. Therefore, it is anticipated that our associate company will continue to contribute significantly to the overall performance of the Group. 

The Medical Centre revenue is expected to increase but not expected to be a major profit contributor during the current year due to its higher depreciation expense on medical equipment.
The venture into instant rice production via one of its China subsidiary is expected to broaden the Group’s earnings base in the long term.

With the above and management’s aggressive efforts to promote the Medical Centre as well as acquiring new business ventures both locally and overseas, prospects for the Group for the year 2007 should continue to be favourable.

WBGB’s RM110,366,667 nominal value of ICULS and 110,366,667 Warrants issued pursuant to the Rights Issue of ICULS had been admitted to the Official List of the Exchange and the listing and quotation of these ICULS and Warrants under the “Loans” sector, on a “Ready” basis pursuant to the Rules of the Exchange had been listed on 26 September 2007. The proceeds from the right issue exercise has been utilised for the acquisition of Pulau Indah Marina Land, purchase of medical equipment, to repay the advances from one of our Directors, who is also our substantial shareholder, working capital and to defray estimated expenses for the Corporate Exercise.
(B) Proposed Acquisition of Equipment

At the Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) held on 10 October 2007, the shareholders had approved the acquisition of an automatic instant rice cooking and packaging plant inclusive of all utilities plants, software, engineering, packaging, as well as the provision of necessary machinery and equipment expertise for a total purchase consideration of USD15,428,000 (equivalent to approximately RM55,155,100 at an exchange rate of USD1.00 : RM3.575) to be satisfied entirely by cash. As at today, a refundable deposit of USD4,628,400 has been paid to supplier.

(A) Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. Cases

(1) Civil suit No: 22-32-2000-II at the High Court of Kuching

Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. vs Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd.

Consent Judgment was entered on 6 July 2007 against Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd. for the sum of RM9 million. This judgment sum is paid over 3 instalments. (i) RM3 million paid on 16 July 2007   (ii) RM3 million paid on 16 August 2007 and (iii) RM3 million paid on 16 September 2007. This file should be considered close since all instalments had been paid.
The outcome of the above legal case has no adverse financial impact to the Group.

(2) Civil Suit No: 22-98-2006-II at the High Court of Kuching

      
Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. vs Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd.

This case is about the Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. claiming against Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd. for the sum of RM21,814,790.48 with interest as at June 2006 for premium underpaid.

This case was originally filed under Civil Suit No: 22-164-2004. The Writ of Summons were not served and had expired. The previous solicitors’ firm Messrs Victor Wong & Co. filed a new writ under Civil Suit No: 22-98-2006 and update the claim to June 2006 for RM21,814,790.48. Judgment in default of Appearance was obtained on 10 October 2006.  The Defendant had filed an Application to set aside the Judgment and the Judgment was set aside.

The Defendant’s solicitors have filed their Defence and Counter-claim for a sum of RM6,688,300.18.

(A) Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. Cases (cont’d)

Both the Plaintiff and Defendant’s solicitors are in the process of sorting out preliminaries and interlocutory matters. As at to date, the Court had fixed a hearing date at 14 November 2007 for Summons for Direction to determine the preliminaries and full trial date.
The outcome of the above legal case has no adverse financial impact to the Group.

(3) Civil Suit No: S5-23-76-2003 at the High Court of Kuala Lumpur

      
Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd. vs Wijaya Baru Global Bhd. and  Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd.

This case is about an announcement made by Wijaya Baru Global Berhad in the Bursa  Malaysia Securities Bhd. concerning some illegal logging activities.

As a result of this announcement, a civil suit was filed by Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd. against Wijaya Baru Global Berhad and Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. for defamation. It is being defended by our lawyers, Messrs V K Lingam & Co. The Defence has been filed. To date the Court has fixed 1st November 2007 for case management and parties to file bundle of documents. Thereafter, the Court would fix a hearing date. However, on the 1st November 2007, the case did not go on and the Court had fixed another date 17th January 2008.
The outcome of the above legal case has no adverse financial impact to the Group.

(4) Civil Suit No: 22-32 of-2007 at the High Court in Sabah and Sarawak at Sibu

- Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. vs Victor L.F.Wong trading as Victor Wong & Chiew Advocates and Solicitors and Victor Wong & Chiew Adocates and Solicitors ( a firm)

Usama Industries Sdn. Bhd. filed a suit against Victor L.F.Wong trading as Victor Wong & Chiew ( 1st Defendant) and Victor Wong & Chiew (2nd  Defendant) for professional negligence and claiming Special Damages in the sum of RM27,440,000.00, General Damages, interest at such and for such period as the Court shall think fit and costs. This is due to the fact that Victor L.F. Wong had failed to take active steps or sufficient actions to prosecute our claims nor served the summons of the two cases after the same had been filed, sealed and issued by the High Court in Kuching i.e.Kuching High Court Suit No.22-165-2004-III/I and 22-166-2004-I resulting in Usama’s claim for damages against Jati Bahagia Sdn. Bhd. to become status barred by virtue of Section 2 of the Limitation Act Ordinance. Usama’s solicitors informed the Company on 14 November 2007 that the Writ Of Summons together with the Statement of Claim have been served on both the 1st and 2nd Defendants. 
The outcome of the above legal case has no adverse financial impact to the Group.

(B) Civil Suit No: SK 22-01 of-2007 at the High Court of Kota Kinabalu

- Wijaya Baru Global Berhad vs Crest Megaway Sdn. Bhd.

This suit is filed for the recovery of the sum of RM2,500,000.00. The Civil Suit was filed on 3 January 2007 and the Defendant has filed its Defence on 5 February 2007. In the meantime, Wijaya Baru Global Berhad’s solicitor Messrs Idrus & Tsai in Kota Kinabalu had filed an Application for Summary Judgment. 

On 21 May 2007 after the Court in receipt of the submissions from both parties, the court dismissed our Summary Judgment application on 9 July 2007 and the Court fixed the full trial on 7 December 2009. We are in the process of appealing to Court for an early date to trial. Our solicitor had written to counsel for the defendant enclosing the draft Statement of Issues to be tried and Statement of Agreed Facts for their approval. Reminders were sent out and still waiting for response. Our solicitors are considering writing to inform the court of the inaction.
The outcome of the above legal case has no adverse financial impact to the Group.
