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18. Review of results for the quarter ended 30th September 2000

The Group profit before taxation for the current quarter of RM 276.4 million was 28% higher than the profit before taxation of RM 216.7 million for the corresponding quarter in the previous year. The increase was primarily due to the improved performance of the divisions on the back of the economic recovery.

The results for the current quarter were lower as compared to that of the preceding quarter. The Group’s profit before exceptional items and taxation is analysed by the respective operating divisions/regions as follows:

Group reported a profit before taxation for the year of RM1,199.1 million (1999: RM1,018.2 million).  The taxation on profit The Plantations Division maintained the same level of profit with a higher sales volume compensating for a lower average selling price of palm oil of RM 1,023 per tonne during the quarter as compared to RM 1,136 per tonne in the preceding quarter.

The results of Tyre and related products have decreased as a result of increased competition from both local manufacturers and imported tyres.

Tractors’ Motor Division has reported good sales and profit growth due to continuing strong demand for BMW and Ford motor vehicles. The slightly lower overall profit was attributed to the Heavy Equipment Division as a result of sluggish activity in the logging sector following soft demand for logs from major Asian buyers and wet weather in September 2000.

The preceding quarter’s results of the Property Development Division included a write back of provisions for construction costs of RM 31.7 million. The performance of this division during the quarter has also been affected by lower sales of units in the absence of any new product launches.

Malaysia Region’s reduced profit was mainly a result of lower demand for its industrial products and information technology services. 

The weaker performance of Sime Darby Hong Kong was due to continuing strong competition, discounting in the market and a delay in new vehicle launches.

Singapore Region has maintained the same level of profitability with strong demand for motor vehicles.

The lower profit of Australia and Papua New Guinea was caused by the increased competition and the tightening of the Australian economy.

The current low prices for palm products are expected to reduce profit from plantation activities. This adverse effect on Group results is expected to be offset by the strong performance of the other divisions.
