Basis of Preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) No. 134: Interim Financial Reporting and Part K of the Listing Requirements of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Malaysia”).

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2005.

Changes in Accounting Policies

(a) FRS 112 : Income Taxes

Previously, the Group recognized deferred tax assets on unutilised reinvestment allowances under paragraph 37 of  FRS 112.   During the year, the Group changed its accounting policy in accordance with paragraph 36 of MASB 25 Income Taxes ceased the recognition of deferred tax assets arising from initial recognition of unutilized reinvestment allowance.
This change in accounting policy has resulted in the reduction of the Group’s retained profit and deferred tax assets for 31 December 2005 by RM5,372,000 respectively.  
(b) FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements

The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest, share of net after-tax results of associates and other disclosures. Minority interest is now presented within total equity in the consolidated balance sheet and as an allocation from net profit for the period in the consolidated income statement. The movement of minority interest is now presented in the consolidated statement of changes in equity.

The presentation of the comparative figures in the financial statements of the Group has been restated to conform with the current period’s presentation.

FRS 3: Business Combinations, FRS 136 Impairment of Assets and FRS 138: Intangible Assets

The new FRS 3 has resulted in the consequential amendment  to FRS 136 Impairment of Assets and FRS 138 Intangible Assets. 

The adoption of these new FRSs has resulted in the following:-

(i) All business combinations are to be accounted for using the purchase method.  
Prior to 1 January 2006, acquisition of subsidiaries which meet the criteria for merger are accounted for using the merger accounting principles.

Upon the adoption of the new FRS 3, acquisition of subsidiaries which meet the criteria for merger on or after 1 January 2006 ceased to be accounted for using the merger accounting policy and are to be accounted for using the purchase method. This change in accounting policy is applied prospectively and do not have any impact to the Group nor result in any restatement of the comparatives as at 31 December 2005.

(ii)
The Group ceased annual amortization on its goodwill.  Goodwill is carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses and is now tested for impairment annually, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired.  Any impairment loss is recognised immediately in the income statement and subsequent reversal is not allowed.


Prior to 1 January 2006, goodwill was amortised on a straight-line basis over its estimated useful life of 40 years commencing from 1 October 1986 or from the date of acquisition, if acquired thereafter.


This change in accounting policy has been accounted for prospectively for business combinations where the agreement date is on or after 1 January 2006 and the comparatives as at 31 December 2005 are not restated. The transitional provisions of  FRS 3 however, have required the Group to eliminate as at 1 January 2006, the carrying amount of accumulated amortization of RM8,901,000 against the carrying amount of the goodwill.  


The carrying amount of goodwill as at 1 January 2006 of RM14,304,000 (net of  accumulated amortization) ceased to be amortised.  This has the effect of reducing the amortization charge by RM137,900 in the current quarter and RM413,700 for  the financial period ended 30 September 2006.
Under the revised FRS 136, the Group has also provided for an impairment loss of RM5.6 million on the goodwill as stated above (RM14,304,000) for the financial period ended 30 September 2006.
 (iii)
The useful lives of other intangible assets are now assessed at the individual asset level as having either a finite or indefinite life. 

Prior to 1 January 2006, intangible assets were considered to have a finite useful life and were stated at cost less accumulated amortisation and impairment losses. 

Under the new FRS 138, some other intangible assets are regarded to have an indefinite useful life when, based on an analysis of all the relevant factors, there is no foreseeable limit to the period over which the asset is expected to generate net cash inflows for the Group.  Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives are not amortised but instead, are tested for impairment annually. Intangible assets of the Group with finite useful lives continue to be stated at cost less accumulated amortization and impairment losses.

This change in accounting policy is applied prospectively and do not result in any restatement of the comparatives as at 31 December 2005.  The Group’s timber rights previously amortised now ceased to be amortised in the current quarter as its residual value estimated based on expected net cash inflows to be generated exceeded its carrying amount of RM41,118,000 as at 1 January 2006.  This has the effect of reducing the amortization charge by RM829,000 in the current quarter and RM2,811,000 for the financial period ended 30 September 2006. 
(d)
FRS 140: Investment Property

The adoption of this revised FRS has resulted investment properties being measured at depreciated cost less any impairment loss.  Prior to 1 January 2006, investment property were stated at cost.

The transitional provision requires the investment properties measured using the cost model, to be stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment loss.  The change in accounting policy has resulted in the depreciation charged against these investment properties to be accounted for retrospectively and as disclosed in Note 3 below, certain comparative amounts as at 31 December 2005 have been restated.  
The Group has assessed the useful lives of its investment properties to be 40 years, with 20 years remaining as at 1 January 2006.  Accordingly, the Group has adjusted for the depreciation that would have been charged had these investment properties been depreciated since the date of acquisition up to 31 December 2005, amounting to RM3,846,000. This also has the effect of increasing the depreciation charge by RM48,000 in the current quarter and RM144,000 for the financial period ended 30 September 2006.

The revision was accounted for as change of accounting estimates and as a result, the depreciation charge in the current quarter has been reduced by RM2,668,000 and RM11,705,000 for financial period ended 30 September 2006. 
Except as mentioned above, there are no other changes in estimates that have had a material effect in the current quarter under review.

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16. Review of Results

For the quarter under review, the Group’s turnover was RM194.9 million as compared to RM157.6 million in the 3Q2005, representing an increase of RM37.3  million ( 23.7%).  Its pre-tax profit has increased from RM18.0 million in the 3Q2005 to RM56.8 million, an increase of RM38.8 million (215.5%).  The increase was mainly from timber division.
Timber 
For the current quarter, the Group’s timber division registered a turnover of RM153.6 million, representing an increase of 26.9% or RM32.6 million as compared with RM120.9 million in the 3Q2005.  Pre-tax profits increased substantially by 224.8 % or RM37.2million to RM53.7 million when compared to RM16.5 million registered in the 3Q2005. The significant improvement in pre-tax profit was mainly due to the continued rise in tropical timber prices.

On a year-to-date (YTD) basis, the timber division registered a turnover of RM381.6 million, representing an increase of 8.0% only, as compared to the previous corresponding period of RM 353.3 million despite the overall increase in YTD average selling prices of logs and plywood prices by approximately 8% and 22% respectively. This is attributed to the drop in log production volume by 12% due to a prolonged wet condition that hampered harvesting activities in the 1Q06.  Pre-tax profits increased by 81.6% or RM44.5 million to RM98.9 million as compared with RM54.5 million in the previous corresponding period.

Review of Results (Cont’d)
Timber (Cont’d)
On a year-on-year (YOY) basis, average round log prices increased approximately 7% compared to prices registered in 3Q2005, whilst sales volume was up by 8%. On a YTD basis, average round log prices are higher by approximately 8%.  The Group’s key export markets for round logs is India (40%), Japan (25%), Vietnam (10%), China (10%) and the remaining 15% exported to Asian countries including Taiwan and South Korea.

As for the Group’s plywood division, sales volume for the quarter in review rose 7% as compared to 3Q2005.  Average selling prices was up 63% as compared to 3Q2005.  On a YTD basis, average plywood prices were higher by 22% whilst volume increased 9%. This is in line with the increase in log prices arising from the tight supply situation in Indonesia and the overall improvement in the Japanese economy. The Group’s key plywood markets for the quarter in review were Japan (90%) and Taiwan (10%).

Non-Timber Manufacturing & Trading

The non-timber manufacturing and trading division registered a turnover of RM40.1 million in 3Q2006 as compared to RM35.9 million in 3Q2005, an increase of RM4.2 million or 11.7% as demand picked up.    Its pre-tax profit has also increased from RM0.9 million in 3Q2005 to RM2.1 million in the quarter under review, reflecting an increase of RM1.2 million or 133%.  This is due to the aluminum foil division’s improvement in margins and increased sales.  Management had earlier taken steps to recover margins by changing its product mix and marketing strategy.

On a year to date basis, the non-timber division registered a turnover and pre-tax profits of RM106.6 million and RM2.8 million respectively, reflecting a marginal increase of RM0.6 million in its turnover and RM0.8 million in its pre-tax profits as compared to the  previous corresponding year to date.

Material Changes for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Preceding Quarter

The Group’s turnover for 3Q2006 was RM194.9 million as compared to RM165.8 million in  2Q2006, representing an increase of  17.5% or RM29.1 million.  As a result, pre-tax profits for 3Q2006 rose 91.9% or RM27.2million to RM56.8 million from RM29.6 million in  2Q2006.  The increase in pre-tax profits was mainly derived from the timber division.

Material Changes for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Preceding Quarter (Cont’d)
Timber
The Group’s timber division registered a turnover of RM153.6 million, an increase of 23.3 million from that of 2Q2006.  Its pre-tax profit increased from RM28.1 million to RM53.7million, an increase of RM25.7 milllion (91.4%). This is mainly due to approximately 32% increase in average plywood prices, arising from the tight supply situation in Indonesia and the overall improvement in the Japanese economy.
Non-Timber Manufacturing & Trading
The non timber manufacturing and trading division recorded a pre-tax profits of RM2.1 million on the back of a turnover of RM40.2 million for the quarter in review, as compared to the preceding quarter where pre-tax profits were RM1.1 million on sales of RM34.7 million.  In percentage terms, pre-tax profits improved 91% from 2Q2006 to the current quarter.  This is attributed to improved levels of demand and margins.

Current Year Prospects

Timber 
Generally, tropical timber prices have stabilized at prevailing levels and expectations are that a downward move is unlikely.  A boost to the supply side is not imminent in the near future and the market is bracing for higher prices, albeit at a slower pace of increase.  Demand remained very firm in the key markets and in Japan, log prices have reached 12-year highs after climbing steadily the past 12 months.  Plywood prices have also increased sharply owing to short supply.  The forthcoming rainy season may precipitate further price increases. 

The continued clampdown on illegal logging in Indonesia (a major round logs producer) and lower annual allowable cuts from legal production forests have pared down Indonesia’s dominance in the plywood trade especially to Japan.  Similarly in Sarawak, log production is expected to remain stable at best and combined with the Indonesian situation, the outlook is that of an overall reducing supply of tropical timber.  This has the effect of driving timber prices along.  Round logs prices have firmed up by approximately 20% from the beginning of the year whilst average plywood prices have risen 40% during the same period.

Industry players and watchdogs are citing optimism that timber prices are expected to firm at higher levels in the next few years, as a result of tighter supply and a resilient demand from key importing markets such as Japan, China and India.  Given this, the Group is confident that the following quarters would see improved performance, barring an acute shortage of raw materials.

Current Year Prospects (Cont’d)
Non-Timber Manufacturing & Trading

The Group is cautiously optimistic for the quarters ahead although demand has picked up considerably and the general expectation is that demand should remain firm.  Costs of major raw materials have stabilized and the Group is confident of sustaining its existing margins.

Profit Forecast or Profit Guarantee

The Company has not provided any profit forecast or profit guarantee.

Taxation
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The lower effective tax rate in the current quarter was due to the utilization of reinvestment allowances claims, unabsorbed capital allowances and double deduction incentives granted to certain subsidiaries.

Material Litigation

On 8 February 2001, Central Industrial Corporation Berhad (“CICB”), a minority shareholder of Central Mercantile Corporation (M) Sdn. Bhd. (“CMCM”) presented a petition to wind-up CMCM on the grounds that the directors of CMCM have not acted in the interest of CMCM.  CMCM is a subsidiary of Loytape Industries Sdn Bhd (“Loytape”) which is in turn a wholly-owned by the Company. 
On 14 June 2006, the Court of Appeal allowed CICB’s appeal from the High Court’s dismissal of its application for cross-examination   The Company and Loytape has applied  to the Federal Court for leave to appeal from the decision of the Court of Appeal, which is pending a hearing date to be fixed.

The Company and Loytape has also applied to stay proceedings in the High Court pending the disposal of the Federal Court’s proceedings.  The stay application is fixed for hearing on 29 November 2006.   CICB’s petition for the winding up of CMCM has also been fixed for mention on 29 November 2006.
CMCM has pending appeals to the Court of Appeal from the High Court’s dismissal of its application to appoint provisional liquidators over CMCM and from the High Court’s decision allowing CMCM’s application to validate the disposal of certain of its assets.
The directors of the Company, in close consultation with the lawyers of the Company, are of the opinion that there is a fair chance of successfully resisting CICB’s petition to wind-up CMCM.
