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14 Review of Performance  

The Group registered a revenue of RM156.6 million for the quarter under review, an increase of 41% from the RM111.1 million recorded in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year. The pre-tax profit of the Group increased  to RM25.7 million from RM2.4 million posted in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year. The dramatic improvement was mainly attributed to significantly higher selling prices achieved during the quarter under review as compared to that of the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year. After deducting taxation charges of RM6.5 million, the profit after tax of the Group for the quarter under review was RM19.2 million as compared to RM2.3 million recorded in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year.

No comparison of cumulative results is presented as this is the first quarter of the financial year ended 30 April 2005. 

15 Comparison of Results with Preceding Quarter  


The Group’s revenue of RM156.6 million for the quarter under review represents an increase of 25% from the RM124.8 million posted in the preceding quarter. The Group achieved a pre-tax profit of RM25.7 million as compared to RM24.8 million posted in the preceding quarter. The decrease in pre-tax profit margin from 19% to 16% was due mainly to the lower average selling price achieved for plywood export sales during the quarter under review as compared to that of the preceding quarter.

16       Commentary on Prospects

Timber prices have remained firm in recent months. Moving forward, log supply is expected to continue to be tight and thus, the direction of timber prices will predominantly be driven by the demand from the major timber importing countries such as USA, Japan, China and India. 

While the trend of the timber price will remain a significant factor affecting the Group’s financial performance, the Board is cautiously optimistic that the Group will achieve satisfactory  financial results for the current financial year.
