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14     Review of Performance  

The Group registered a revenue of RM132.1 million for the quarter under review, a decrease of 5.8% from the RM140.2 million recorded in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year. However, the Group’s pre-tax profit for the quarter under review had decreased by 52.7% to RM11.2 million from the RM23.7 million as recorded in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year. 

For the financial year-to-date, the Group’s revenue of RM286.6 million was 3.4% lower than the RM296.8 million recorded in the corresponding period of the previous financial year. The Group’s pre-tax profit also decreased by 34.2% to RM32.5 million from the RM49.4 million recorded in the corresponding period of the previous financial year.

The lower pre-tax profit was mainly attributed to lower selling prices and higher operational costs.
15     Comparison of Results with Preceding Quarter  

During the quarter under review, the Group recorded a revenue of RM132.1 million, representing a decrease of 14.5% from the RM154.5 million posted in the immediate preceding quarter. The Group’s pre-tax profit also decreased by 47.7% to RM11.2 million from the RM21.4 million as recorded in the immediate preceding quarter. A drop in both the sale volume and selling price of plywood had resulted in the lower turnover for the quarter under review. Lower selling prices coupled with higher operational costs had also caused the margin to deteriorate significantly. 

16     Commentary on Prospects

Although timber prices had moved downward during the quarter under review, tight log supply condition and sustainable demands from major timber consuming countries are expected to provide some support to the price level in the coming quarters. Nevertheless, the future remains challenging in view of the operating environment which is increasingly under inflationary pressure. Imminent rise in interest rate has also cast a cloud of uncertainty over the way forward. As such, the Group will continue to take prudent measures and improve productivity as well as efficiency in order to meet the challenges ahead.

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is confident that the Group will deliver a satisfactory set of financial results for the current financial year.
