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14     Review of Performance  

The Group registered a revenue of RM208.9 million for the quarter under review, an increase of 24.2% from the RM168.2 million recorded in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year. However, the pre-tax profit of the Group for the quarter under review had decreased from RM18.9 million in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year to RM15.9 million. The higher revenue was mainly attributed to the higher sales volume achieved whereas the lower pre-tax profit was contributed mainly by the higher operational costs.  

For the current financial year, the Group’s revenue increased by 4.4% to RM694.2 million from the RM664.9 million recorded in the previous financial year whereas the Group’s pre-tax profit decreased marginally by 1.0% to RM68.6 million from the RM69.3 million recorded in the previous financial year. The lower pre-tax profit was mainly attributed to higher operational costs in the current financial year as compared to that of the corresponding period of the previous financial year.

15     Comparison of Results with Preceding Quarter  

During the quarter under review, the Group recorded a revenue of RM208.9 million, representing an increase of 5.2% from the RM198.6 million posted in the immediate preceding quarter. However, the Group’s pre-tax profit decreased by 21.3% from the RM20.2 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter to RM15.9 million. Lower pre-tax profit was contributed mainly by the drop in log sales volume in the quarter under review as compared to that of the immediate preceding quarter.  

16     Commentary on Prospects

Although the recent shortage of logs in the market will be alleviated as the weather condition improves, more stringent enforcement against the illegal logging activities by the relevant authorities in the major log exporting countries will continue to tighten the logs supply. This coupled with the sustainable demands from major timber consuming countries are expected to sustain the current strength of the timber prices into the foreseeable near future. However, the way forward of the Group is expected to remain challenging in view of the increasing operational costs contributed primarily by the unrelentingly high fuel prices. As such, the Group will continue to take prudent measures and improve productivity as well as efficiency in order to meet the challenges ahead.

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is confident that the Group will deliver a satisfactory set of financial results for the new financial year.
