Part A – Explanatory Notes Pursuant to FRS 134 

1 Basis of preparation

The quarterly report is unaudited and has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of Financial Reporting Standard (“FRS”) 134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (“MASB”) and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. 

The quarterly report should be read in conjunction with the Group’s audited financial statements for the financial year ended 30 April 2007. These explanatory notes attached to the quarterly report provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 30 April 2007. 

2 Changes in Accounting Policies
The significant accounting policies adopted in the quarterly report are consistent with those adopted in the Group’s audited financial statements for the financial year ended 30 April 2007 except for the adoption of the following new and revised FRSs that are effective for financial period beginning on or after 1 October 2006:

Related Party Transactions

The adoption of FRS 124 does not have significant financial impact on the Group. However, the adoption of FRS 117 has resulted in a retrospective change in accounting policy relating to the classification of leasehold land. The upfront payments made for the leasehold land represents prepaid interest in leasehold land and are amortised on a straight-line basis over the lease term. A lease of land and building is apportioned into a lease of land and a lease of building in proportion to the relative fair values of the leasehold interests in the land element and the building element of the lease at the inception of the lease. Prior to 1 May 2007, leasehold land was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses. 

The Group has applied the change in accounting policy in respect of leasehold land in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 117. At 1 May 2007, the unamortized amount of leasehold land is retained as the surrogate carrying amount of prepaid interest in leasehold land. The reclassification of leasehold land as prepaid interest in leasehold land have been accounted for retrospectively and as disclosed in Note 3, certain comparative amounts as at 30 April 2007 have been restated.

Changes in Composition of the Group
On 19 November 2007, Jaya Tiasa Holdings Bhd had disposed of its entire equity interest in Borneo Biotechnology Sdn Bhd comprising 2 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each to Rimbunan Hijau (Sarawak) Sdn Bhd for a total cash consideration of RM500,000. The cash consideration was arrived at on a willing-buyer and willing-seller basis. The disposal was in line with the Group’s strategy in streamlining all its research and development activities under Jaya Tiasa R&D Sdn Bhd to achieve greater operational efficiency. The disposal did not have any material effect on the earnings, net assets, share capital and substantial shareholders’ shareholding of the Company.

Review of Performance  

The Group registered a revenue of RM198.4 million for the quarter under review, a decrease of 4.0% from the RM206.6 million recorded in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year. The pre-tax profit of the Group for the quarter under review of RM26.4 million was 43.4% lower than the RM46.6 million recorded in the corresponding quarter of the previous financial year.

For the financial year-to-date, the Group’s revenue of RM372.3 million was 6.6% lower than the RM398.7 million recorded in the corresponding period of the previous financial year. The Group’s pre-tax profit also decreased by 34.8% to RM51.7 million from the RM79.3 million recorded in the corresponding period of the previous financial year.

The lower revenue and pre-tax profit were mainly attributed to lower selling prices and higher operational costs.

Comparison of Results with Preceding Quarter  

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter under review had increased by 14.1% to RM198.4 million from the RM173.9 million posted in the immediate preceding quarter. The pre-tax profit had increased by 4.4% to RM26.4 million from RM25.3 million recorded in the immediate preceding quarter. The higher revenue was due mainly to the increase in the sales volume of logs during the quarter under review. However, lower selling prices and higher operational costs had resulted in the lower profit margin.

Commentary on Prospects

Although timber prices had softened during the quarter under review, the long term prospect of the timber prices is expected to remain positive as continued tight log supply and firm demand from emerging economies, such as India and China, are expected to provide the needed support to the price level. However, the way forward of the Group is expected to remain challenging in view of the operating environment which is increasingly under inflationary pressure. As such, the Group will continue to take prudent measures and improve productivity as well as efficiency in order to meet the challenges ahead.

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is confident that the Group will deliver a satisfactory set of financial results for the current financial year.
