Upon expiration of the 6-month period from 19 June 2000, being the date of the last announcement of the deferment of the Proposals, a further announcement was made to the Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange on 19 December 2000 to extend the submission date.  This was done following the completion of a restructuring exercise undertaken by one of the Company’s major corporate shareholder ie DBS Land Limited (“DBS Land”).  As a result of the restructuring exercise, DBS Land merged with Pidemco Land Limited, and the merged entity has been renamed CapitaLand Limited (“CapitaLand”).  

The implementation of the Proposals is subject to further review by the Company of other alternative means of financing with competitive terms and conditions.

On 7 October 1996, UM Leisure Sdn Bhd (‘UM Leisure’), a wholly-owned subsidiary company of the Company, entered into a conditional agreement with Ultrapolis 3000 Holding Bermuda Ltd (“UPH”), with respect to the organisation, management and operation of Agarta Universe Sdn Bhd (‘Agarta Universe’), a company incorporated in Malaysia, to undertake the development and management of the Agarta Universe Theme Park Resort together with theme-based hotels and shopping centre in Seri Alam, Johor, a township currently being developed by a wholly-owned subsidiary company, Seri Alam Properties Sdn Bhd (‘SAP’).

Pursuant to Clause 10.1 (c) of the conditional agreement, the Company issued a Letter of Guarantee of payment dated 3 January 1997 to Trans Resources Corporation Sdn Bhd (‘TRC’).  TRC was to undertake earthworks on a piece of land, upon which the Agarta Universe Theme Park Resort will be built, under a contract with Sanwell Corporation (‘Sanwell’), whose principal is Agarta Universe.

There is at present an action commenced by TRC against Sanwell for RM17,459,455.69 being amount due in respect of earthworks allegedly carried out.  TRC has also claimed against the Company for RM15,500,000 being the sum allegedly payable by the Company under the abovesaid Letter of Guarantee. 

On 6 February 2001, the matter was mentioned in the High Court for case management. Sanwell have applied for a stay on the proceedings and to refer the matter to arbitration. The matter on stay application is pending appeal to the Federal Court. 

The Directors are of the opinion, after taking appropriate legal advice, that no provision for this claim is necessary.

The Group recorded a turnover of RM27.34 million and a profit before tax of RM3.06 million for the current quarter and current year-to-date of three months ended 31 March 2001. 

During the current quarter, the turnover and profit before tax of the Group were mainly contributed by new sales and progress billings of development properties such as double storey terrace houses, single storey terrace houses, medium cost apartments and townhouses being developed by the Group’s subsidiaries in Bandar Seri Alam in Johor and Bandar Seri Putra in Bangi, Selangor.


In the opinion of the Directors,

With the opening on 15 February 2001 of the Putra Mahkota Interchange which provides direct access to the township Bandar Seri Putra in Bangi from the North-South Expressway, the Group managed to achieve higher sales from this township especially from the sales of medium cost residential houses. 

Purchasers of the various residential units are expected to progressively move into this township in the second half of this year as these units are handed over to them upon completion.  We expect this factor to further spur interest in this township.  
Development in Bandar Seri Alam in Johor is progressing as scheduled.  Due to the prevailing strong demand for landed properties and low- to medium-cost residential units, we will place greater emphasis in these types of development in the near and medium term future.  The   take-up rate for existing launches, albeit slow as a result of the current weak property market, has been encouraging.

In view of the prevailing soft conditions and outlook of the property market, the Group has instituted several measures to ensure that cash resources are not excessively tied up in stocks or non-income generating assets.  Efforts will be intensified to reduce existing stocks and future launches will be tailor-made to achieve just-in-time deliveries. The above measures will not only conserve cash resources but will also put the Group in a better position to take advantage of opportunities in the sector.

The Group will strive to achieve the right product mix and to develop products which will meet the property market demand.   

The Directors are cautiously optimistic that the prospect for this financial year will continue to be satisfactory.
