On 7 October 1996, UM Leisure Sdn Bhd (‘UM Leisure’), a wholly-owned subsidiary company of the Company, entered into a conditional agreement with Ultrapolis 3000 Holding Bermuda Ltd (“UPH”), with respect to the organisation, management and operation of Agarta Universe Sdn Bhd (‘Agarta Universe’), a company incorporated in Malaysia, to undertake the development and management of Agarta Universe Theme Park Resort together with theme-based hotels and shopping centre in Seri Alam, Johor, a township currently being developed by Seri Alam Properties Sdn Bhd (‘SAP’), another wholly-owned subsidiary company of the Company.

Pursuant to Clause 10.1 (c) of the conditional agreement, the Company issued a Letter of Guarantee of payment dated 3 January 1997 to Trans Resources Corporation Sdn Bhd (‘TRC’).  TRC was to undertake earthworks on a piece of land, upon which Agarta Universe Theme Park Resort will be built, under a contract with Sanwell Corporation (‘Sanwell’), whose principal is Agarta Universe.

There is at present an action commenced by TRC against Sanwell for RM17,459,455.69 being amount due in respect of earthworks allegedly carried out.  TRC has also claimed against the Company for RM15,500,000 being the sum allegedly payable by the Company under the abovesaid Letter of Guarantee. 

Sanwell applied to stay the action on the basis that TRC's claim against it ought to be resolved through arbitration.  The Company and TRC opposed Sanwell's stay application. On 19 May 1999, a stay was granted by the Kuala Lumpur High Court.  The Company and TRC appealed to the Court of Appeal against the grant of the stay.  On 29 June 2000, the Court of Appeal allowed TRC's appeal against Sanwell on a preliminary point of law and set aside the stay.  The Company's appeal was adjourned and is still pending before the Court of Appeal.

Sanwell appealed to the Federal Court against the Court of Appeal's decision on the preliminary point and this was heard on 26 November 2001.  On 20 May 2002, the Federal Court allowed Sanwell's appeal and ordered that the action against Sanwell be stayed.

In light of the Federal Court’s order, the proceedings in the Kuala Lumpur High Court were on 28 May 2002, adjourned sine die for the position between TRC and Sanwell to be referred to arbitration.

The Directors are of the opinion, after taking appropriate legal advice, that no provision for this claim is necessary.

The increase in profit was mainly due to the more prudent provisioning for bad and doubtful debts of the Group and the deficit in the revaluation of land in an associated company which arose in the preceding quarter.

The Group recorded a turnover of RM34.47 million and a profit before income tax of RM5.45 million for the current quarter and financial year-to-date under review. 

For the current quarter under review, the Group’s revenue and profit were mainly contributed by billings from completed developments in Bandar Seri Alam in Johor and Bandar Seri Putra in Bangi, Selangor.  The completed developments comprise single storey terrace houses in Bandar Seri Alam and townhouses, low cost apartments and high rise apartments in Bandar Seri Putra.

The Group will continue with the “Just-In-Time” strategy where the Group will launch a new phase and build only the amount and types of units taken up by buyers, as this strategy allows for the delivery of a varied product mix on time with minimal unsold units to add to holding cost.

Despite the brighter economic outlook with an expected GDP growth of 4.5% in 2002, the Group is still wary of the property overhang, particularly in Johor, and will concentrate on products which are still in demand especially low- to medium-cost residential units.

The Group will also continue with its cost saving measures through bulk purchases and exercise more prudent control in construction cost, as a result of which, the savings will be passed on to our buyers through competitive pricing of our products.

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Directors are cautiously optimistic that the prospects for the remaining period to the end of the financial year will be satisfactory, albeit in a challenging business environment.
