The Defendants have appealed and hearing is fixed before the Judge in Chambers on 1 July 2002.

Plaintiff’s appeal to Judge in Chambers against decision of SAR was also dismissed with cost on 8 January 1999.   Discontinuance of the Notice of Appeal to the Court of Appeal  has been filed  by the Plaintiff against the decision of the Judge in Chambers.   To date, Plaintiff’s application to amend the Amended Reply to Defence and Counter Claim is still pending.  The Defendants’ application for Order 14 in respect of their counter claim has yet to be heard.
