Basis of Accounting and Accounting Policies.






1. The accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the unaudited financial statements included in this report are consistent with those normally adopted in the preparation of the financial statements of JAKS Resources Berhad  (“JAKS”),  and comply with applicable approved accounting standards issued or adopted by Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) (formerly known as Malaysian Accounting Standards Board) Standard No. 26 “Interim Financial Reporting” and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirement of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

This interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 October 2005.  These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performances of the Group since the year ended 31 October 2005.

Qualification of Audit Report on Financial Statements.


The financial statements of JAKS for the financial year ended 31 October 2005 have been reported on without any audit qualification.

Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The business activities of the Group are not significantly affected by seasonal and cyclical factors except during Hari Raya and Chinese New Year festive seasons where business activities were generally lower.  

4.
Unusual Items Affecting the Assets, Liabilities, Equity, Net Income or Cash 

Flows

There are no major unusual items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows of the Group for the period under review except as follows:

i) Other Investments

On 18 November 2005,  the Company entered into a Sale & Purchase Agreement with the Weifang Yintong Guoji Investment Co. Ltd  (“WYGI”);  which is a Weifang City Government-Linked Company, to dispose of the Company’s entire investment in Weifang JAKS Water Management Co. Ltd to WYGI. The disposal resulted in an exceptional gain of RM3.1 million.  The proceed from the disposal was subsequently refunded to the Company in December 2005.

ii) Trade & Other Receivables

On 18 November 2005, after due review of the technical and financing requirements for the Weifang Port Extension Project, the Board was of the opinion that it would be in the best interest of the Company to rescind the agreement signed.  The amount of RM28.1 million deposit made for the Weifang Port Extension project included in the other receivables in previous year was subsequently refunded to the Company in December 2005.

There are no material changes in estimates for the period under review.
