The financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standard No. 134 - Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of the Bursa Malaysia Listing Requirements.

These explanatory notes attached to the financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 March 2006.

The adoption of the above standards does not have any significant financial impact on the Group except as disclosed below:
(a) FRS 3: Business Combinations and FRS 136: Impairment of Assets
The adoption of these new FRSs has resulted in the Group ceasing annual goodwill amortization. Goodwill is carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses and is now tested for impairment annually, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired. Any impairment loss is recognized in the income statement and subsequent reversal is not allowed.

(b) FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements
The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest. In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interests are now presented within total equity. In the consolidated income statement, minority interests are presented as an allocation of the total profit or loss for the period. A similar requirement is also applicable to the statement of changes in equity. FRS 101 also requires disclosure, on the face of the statement of changes in equity, total recognized income and expenses for the period, showing separately the amounts attributable to equity holders of the parent and to minority interests.
The presentation of the comparative financial statements of the Group has been restated to conform with the current period’s presentation.

(c) FRS 140: Investment Property

The adoption of this new FRS has resulted in a change in accounting policy for investment properties. Properties that qualify to be classified as Investment Property would have to be reclassified out from Property, Plant and Equipment and taken into Investment Property. The Group has adopted the cost model for Investment Property.

Review Of Performance

Despite the Group achieved a higher turnover of RM739.5million in the current financial year, representing an increase of 13% as compared with the turnover of RM654.6million in the preceding corresponding period, the Group still recorded a lower pre-tax profit of RM19.4million for the period under review as compared with the pre-tax profit of RM34.3million in the preceding corresponding period. It was mainly due to the lower selling price of poultry products and higher feed cost.

Comparison With The Immediate Preceding Quarter’s Results
Due to the continued higher feed cost and lower selling price of day-old chicks, eggs and broiler chicken in the current quarter, the Group recorded a lower pre-tax profit of RM3.2million from the turnover of RM207.5million for the quarter under review as compared with the pre-tax profit of RM11.8million from the turnover of RM191.6million in the previous quarter.

Current Year Prospects

Following the recent improved selling price of poultry products in the domestic market, the Board is optimistic that the Group’s financial performance for the next financial year ending 31 March 2008 is satisfactory.
