Review Of Performance

The Group recorded a higher turnover of RM260.0million for the period under review, representing an increase of 25.3% as compared with the turnover of RM207.5million in the preceding year corresponding period. In line with the increase in turnover, the Group posted a higher pre-tax profit of RM13.5million for the financial period under review, representing an increase of 23.8% as compared with the pre-tax profit of RM10.9million in the preceding year corresponding period mainly due to better financial performance of its farming operations and profit contribution from its foreign subsidiary.

Comparison With The Immediate Preceding Quarter’s Results
In line with the increase in turnover from 247.9million in previous quarter to RM260.0million in the current quarter, pre-tax profit of the Group rose from RM4.9million to RM13.5million due to the improved selling price of broiler chicken & day-old chicks and better profit contribution from its foreign subsidiary.

Current Year Prospects

Following a recent decline in raw material price, the Board is optimistic that the Group’s financial performance for the remaining nine months period ending 31 March 2009 is satisfactory.
