Review of performance 

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded revenue of RM23.04 million and a pretax profit of RM1.42 million vis-à-vis revenue of RM18.95 million and a pretax profit of RM1.01 for the corresponding period in the previous financial year.

Comparison of the quarterly results to the results of the preceding quarter  

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a profit before taxation of RM1.42 million as compared to the Group profit before taxation of RM3.97 million for the preceding quarter.  The decline in profit before taxation for the current quarter was mainly due to lower revenue generated from projects in progress.

The Group will continue to actively participate in tenders to secure more jobs and expects the performance for the current financial year ending 31 January 2009 to be satisfactory.

Status of corporate proposal 

(a) Affected listed issuer pursuant to Amended Practice Note No. 17/2005
On 8 May 2006, the Company has been classified as an affected listed issuer pursuant to the Amended Practice Note No. 17/2005 (“Amended PN17”) whereby the Company’s shareholders’ equity on consolidated basis is less than twenty five percent (25%) of its issued and paid-up share capital of RM67,000,000.

On 25 September 2006, an announcement was made that the Company had entered into a conditional Sale and Purchase Agreement to acquire the entire equity interest in Suasa Efektif (M) Sdn Bhd (“Proposed Acquisition”) as the plan to regularize its financial position.

On 19 October 2006, the Board has approved the submission to the Securities Commission (“SC”) in respect of the Proposed Acquisition and the application has been submitted on 2 November 2006.  On 30 November 2006, SC has requested further clarification on the Proposed Acquisition and the Company has forwarded its clarification to SC on 14 December 2006.  Subsequently, SC has requested the Company to enhance its Regularization Plan and the Company is currently evaluating various options.
On 23 June 2007, the Company and the Vendors, namely Sejahtera Fitrah Sdn Bhd (“SFSB”) and Al-Mudharib Niaga Sdn Bhd (“AMSB”), had entered into the First Supplemental Agreement to extend the time limit for the fulfillment of the conditions precedent set out in Clause 2.1 of the Sale and Purchase Agreement dated 25 September 2006 (“Sale and Purchase Agreement”) from nine (9) months from the date of the Sale and Purchase Agreement to twelve (12) calendar months from 24 June 2007 (“Extended Unconditional Date”), or if the conditions precedent are not fulfilled by the Extended Unconditional Date, the unconditional date shall be extended for a further six (6) calendar months from the Extended Unconditional Date subject to the agreement of all the parties thereto.

On 3 September 2007, an announcement was made that the Company had made a recent submission of clarification to the SC on its Regularization Plan, the SC has requested the Company to further enhance the said plan.  
On 10 December 2007 and 29 February 2008, Alliance Investment Bank Berhad (“AIBB”) on behalf of the Company had written to the SC to update the status of the on-going and prospective projects. 
On 13 June 2008, AIBB on behalf of the Company had written to the SC to seek indulgence to allow the Company to update the SC of the Proposed Revised Scheme after the Company has obtained the necessary agreements from the Vendors.
(b) Related Party Transaction 
Subsequent to the end of the previous quarter ended 31 January 2008, announcements were made on 11 March 2008 and 17 March 2008 pertaining to Mewah Kota Sdn Bhd (MKSB), a wholly-owned subsidiary company of the Company, had on 7 March 2008 received a letter of award for the sub-contract on civil work for the design and construction of permanent meter installations (“PMI), leak repairs and maintenance of district metering zones and PMI equipment in the State of Selangor, Kuala Lumpur and Putrajaya for a total contract value of RM90 million (“Proposed Project”).

The shareholders had approved the acceptance of the letter of award for the Proposed Project at an Extraordinary General Meeting dated 29 April 2008.  The undertaking of the Proposed Project is in line with the existing core business activities of the Group and it is expected to contribute positively to the profitability and growth of the Group.

Save and except for the above, there was no corporate proposal which has been announced by the Company but not completed as at the date of this announcement.

Material litigation

Fujisash (M) Sdn Bhd

On 15 December 1998, a writ summon was filed in Penang High Court against Mewah Kota Sdn Bhd, a subsidiary of the Company claiming for an amount of RM787,142.13 being alleged amount due and owing to Fujisash (M) Sdn Bhd for sub-contract work of curtain walling, sloping glass, display window, skylight and lighting feature for one block of 7 storey shopping complex at City Parade, Bukit Mertajam, Pulau Pinang. 

The Penang High Court had on 28 January 2005 dismissed the Plaintiff’s claim with costs.  The Plaintiff had filed a notice of appeal to the Court of Appeal on 25 February 2005 and currently awaiting for the appeal date to be fixed.

Save as disclosed above, there is no pending material litigation as at the date of this report.
