For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded revenue of RM12.96 million and the profit before tax and zakat of RM505,000 vis-à-vis revenue of RM23.04 million and the profit before tax  of RM1.42 million for the corresponding quarter in the previous financial year.

Comparison of the quarterly results to the results of the preceding quarter  

For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a profit before taxation and zakat of RM505,000 as compared to the Group profit before taxation of RM1.26 million for the preceding quarter.  The decrease in profit before taxation for the current quarter was mainly due to lower revenue generated from projects in progress.

The Group will continue to actively participate in tenders, negotiation and proposal to secure more jobs.  In view of the current economic situation, the Board of Directors expect the future performance will be affected but remain satisfactory.

Taxation
Provision for tax was made in the current quarter on non business income derived from interest on repo and fixed deposit. However, no provision of tax was made for operating income in the current quarter and financial year todate as the Group has unutilized tax losses which are available to set-off against taxable profit.

Status of corporate proposal 

Amended PN17 status
On 27 February 2009, Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Securities Exchange”)  had written to MEB on their decision  to approve the first extension of time of three (3) months from 4 March 2009 to 4 June 2009 (“First Extension of Time”) instead of 6 months requested earlier and an announcement on the First Extension of Time was made on the even date. 

Accordingly for the last 3 months, the Company has been evaluating and negotiating with potential white knights for good quality assets injection into MEB that would improve the shareholders fund and fully comply with Securities Commissions (“SC”) relevant guidelines.

On 8 May 2009, SC and Securities Exchange announced the release of the enhanced framework for equity-fund raisings and listing requirements for the merged Main Board and Second Board, now known as the Main Market which will take effect on 3 August 2009.  One of the criteria of the provision of the enhanced framework for PN17 is amended where the threshold for shareholders’ equity of a listed issuer falling under PN17 is reduced from RM60 million to RM40 million.  

On 27 May 2009 the Company appeal to Securities Exchange to uplift MEB from PN17 status without having to undertake a new and comprehensive restructuring plan based on the following justification: -

· MEB has already regularized its financial position based on enhanced framework of PN17 for Main Market where As of 31 January 2009, its audited financial statements showed that the shareholders’ equity on a consolidated basis is RM48.18 million or 71.92% of its paid-up capital.

· Merge present financial position is healthy, no borrowing and not in distress situation.

· Merge will still be generating profits from the balance of contract works in hand of approximately RM80.00 million wherein the expected gross profits is RM10.00 million.

On 4 June 2009, Securities Exchange replied that pending the decision on the Application, the suspension of the trading of MEB securities and commencement of de-listing procedures against MEB will be deferred.
The Company will announce on any further material development. 
Save and except for the above, there was no corporate proposal which has been announced by the Company but not completed as at the date of this announcement.

Material litigation

Fujisash (M) Sdn Bhd

On 15 December 1998, a writ summon was filed in Penang High Court against Mewah Kota Sdn Bhd (MKSB), a subsidiary of the Company claiming for an amount of RM787,142.13 being alleged amount due and owing to Fujisash (M) Sdn Bhd for sub-contract work of curtain walling, sloping glass, display window, skylight and lighting feature for one block of 7 storey shopping complex at City Parade, Bukit Mertajam, Pulau Pinang. 

The Penang High Court had on 28 January 2005 dismissed the Plaintiff’s claim with costs.  The Plaintiff had filed a notice of appeal to the Court of Appeal on 25 February 2005 and there has been no further development on the matter.
On 17 July 2008, Messrs Jin-Nge & Co, MKSB solicitor had written to the MKSB to confirm that there has been no further development on the matter.   
Save as disclosed above, there is no pending material litigation as at the date of this report.
