c) the Ministry of International Trade and Industry (MITI)

d) the KLSE for the listing of and quotation for the new CWHB shares to be issued pursuant to the proposed acquisition; and

e) the shareholders of the CWHB and CHI at their respective EGM’s to be convened

The Group made a further announcement on 7 March 2002 that the SC has on 4 March 2002 approved CWHB’s above mentioned proposal subject to the condition that the final purchase consideration for the proposed acquisition must not be higher than the completion net tangible assets of CHI as defined in the conditional sale of shares agreement dated 23 May 2001.

The FIC has approved the proposed acquisition on 23 January 2002. Approval from MITI was obtained on 24 April 2002 subject to CWFSB and CHI are to comply with the Bumiputera equity condition as stated in their respective manufacturing licences by 31 December 2003 and obtain the approvals from the SC and the FIC.

The proposed acquisition is now subject to the approvals of the following:

a) the KLSE for the listing of and quotation for the new CWHB shares of RM1.00 each to be issued pursuant to the proposed acquisition

b) the shareholders of the CWHB at an EGM to be convened

15. Material changes in the quarterly results compared to the results of the preceding quarter

The Group’s turnover for this quarter is RM50.6 million which is 37.6% higher than the turnover of RM36.8 million recorded for the preceding quarter. The higher turnover was mainly due to higher demand from the domestic and export market during the quarter. Therefore, the Group managed to post a higher profit before taxation of RM6.6 million for this quarter as compared to RM4.9 million in the preceding quarter.
