During the financial period to date, the Group did not enter into any contracts involving off balance sheet financial instruments.

Material Litigation
A civil claim filed in the High Court of Penang by Sampath Kumar Vellingiri and 78 others against Chin Well Fasteners Co. Sdn. Bhd., a subsidiary of Chin Well Holdings Berhad on 22 October 2002 alleging that the Company had breached their respective Contract of Employment.  The Company filed its Defence and a counter claim against the Plaintiffs on 21 November 2002.  On 16 May 2003, 27 Plaintiffs decided not to pursue the claim leaving only 52 Plaintiffs.  Judgment on the issue of liability was granted on 20 June 2003 in favour of the Plaintiffs with damages to be assessed.  The Company filed an appeal to the Court of Appeal on 24 June 2003 and obtained an interim stay on 3 July 2003 of the High Court Judgment. On 15 September 2003, the Company was granted a stay of the High Court Judgment pending the outcome of the appeal by the Court of Appeal.  

On 30 September 2005, the Court of Appeal dismissed the Company’s appeal with costs. On 25 October 2005, the Company filed an application for leave to appeal to the Federal Court against the decision of the Court of Appeal of 30 September 2005.  The Federal Court heard the application and dismissed the Company’s application with cost. Damages have not yet been assessed but the Company has made provisions for the potential liabilities.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE BMSB’S LISTING REQUIREMENTS

On 21 September 2007, there was a hearing submission for Hearing Assessment of Damages. The Court then fixed 5 November 2007 for mention for submission and for the Company to reply and to file documents in rebuttal and further fixed 17 January 2008 for continued Hearing for Assessment. On 5 November 2007, the Court fixed 6 December 2007 for mention to enable the Company to file the affidavit in reply. The Court also fixed 3 January 2008 for mention in reply from the plaintiffs. On 28 April 2008 and 20 May 2008, the hearing for assessment of damages proceeded and the court fixed on 11 August 2008 for its decision. On 11 August 2008, the Court awarded damages against the Company. The Company had appealed against the award. The Company had made provisions for the potential liabilities.  

Except for the abovementioned claim, there is no pending material litigation as at the date of the report.
