A. SELECTED EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO PARAGRAPH 16, FRS 134 INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORTING:

A1.
Accounting Policies and method of computation
The interim financial report has been prepared using the same accounting policies as the most recent annual financial statements and in accordance with revised FRS134 “Interim Financial Reporting”, the new and revised FRSs and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with the recent annual audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2008.

Disclosure of Audit Qualification
The financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2008 was not subject to any qualification.

A3.
Seasonality or Cyclicality of Operations
The businesses of the Group were not materially affected by any seasonal or cyclical fluctuations during the financial quarter ended 30 September 2009.

Items affecting Assets, Liabilities, Equity, Net Income or Cash Flows
There were no items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows that are unusual because of their nature, size or incidence.

Change in Estimates
The group review the assets’ residual values and useful lives at each balance sheet date. No review on change in estimate is required during the quarter ended 30 September 2009.
A6.
Issuance, Cancellations, Repurchases, Resale and Repayments of Debt and Equity Securities
During the current 3rd quarter, the Company did not repurchase any shares from the open market on the Bursa Securities. The cumulative number of shares repurchased year to-date was 11,000 at a total consideration of RM13,039. The average price paid for the shares repurchased was at approximately RM1.19 per share. The repurchased transactions were financed by internally generated funds. The shares repurchased are being held as treasury shares as allowed under Section 67A of Companies Act 1965. The Company has the right to resell these shares at a later date. None of the treasury shares repurchased have been sold as at 30 September 2009.

During the current quarter under review, there was 105,000 ordinary share issued due to the exercise of options by the eligible executives granted under the ESOS. The cumulative ordinary shares issued pursuant to the ESOS scheme during the financial year is 270,000. 

At the balance sheet date, the number of outstanding shares in issue after offsetting treasury shares against equity is 68,478,200.

Material litigations


Save as disclosed below, neither the Company nor any of its subsidiaries are engaged in any 
material litigation, either as plaintiff or defendant which has a material effect on the financial 
position of the Company or any of its subsidiaries and the Directors do not know of any 
proceedings pending or threatened or of any fact likely to give rise to any proceedings which 
might materially and adversely affect the financial position or business of the Company and its 
subsidiaries.
(a) Tay Choo Foo has filed a petition pursuant to Section 181 of the Companies Act, 1965 in 


Petition No. D1-25-14-1999 in the Kuala Lumpur High Court against the Company, 
Adijanto (an ex-Director of the Company) and the Company Secretary wherein the 
following reliefs were prayed for:

(i) that the Company do recover a sum of RM2.5 million allegedly misappropriated 
by the ex-Director, 

(ii) that the Company and/or the Company Secretary do pay the dividends on his 
shares, 
(iii) that the Company do take steps to fulfill the Foreign Investment Committee 
("FIC") requirements by reducing the foreign shareholding to 30%, 
(iv) that the ex-Director be relieved as Chairman and Director of the Company 
(Adijanto was no longer a Director or Chairman of the Company at the date of the 
Petition); and 

(v) in the alternative that the Company be wound up.



The Petitioner has discontinued the Petition against the ex-Director.  Furthermore, on 21 
March 2002, the Court has ordered that further proceedings on the Petition be stayed 
pending final disposal of another legal suite No: D3-22-4404-1998 (“D3 case”) wherein 
the estate of the late Tunku Mansor has claimed that all of Mr Tay Choo Foo’s shares in 
the company is held in trust for the late Tunku Mansor. Mr Tay has filed an appeal to the 
Court of Appeal and the Appeal was withdrawn on 16 September 2008. In relation to the 
D3 case, the High Court and the Court of Appeal has disposed the D3 case in favour of 
the estate of the late Tunku Mansur on 6 September 2005 and 17 June 2008 
respectively.


(b)
On 12 June 2003, after a full trial, Zaitun Marketing Sdn Bhd obtained judgement against 
Harrisons Trading (Sabah) Sdn Bhd (“HT(Sabah)”) for the sum of RM9,647,000, 
Harrisons Trading (Sarawak) Sdn Bhd (“HT(Sarawak)”) for the sum of RM5,940,000 and 
Kumpulan Jaya Pemasaran Sdn Bhd (“KJP”) for RM34,289,000, interests and costs, for 
alleged breaches of the distributorship agreement entered into between the parties.



In the interim, HT(Sabah) and HT(Sarawak) has obtained in the High Court an Order 
dated 6 October 2003 staying the execution of the said judgement until disposal of the 
appeal in the Court of Appeal. No hearing dates have been fixed. Prior to the stay of 
execution order granted by the High Court, the Plaintiff had initiated committal 
proceedings against HT(Sabah), HT(Sarawak), Harrisons Trading (Peninsular) Sdn Bhd 
(“HT(Peninsular)”), KJP and their directors. The Judge had on 13 December 2005, 
pursuant to an application by the affected parties, set aside the Plaintiff’s ex-parte order 
for leave to initiate committal proceedings against them, with costs. The appeal by Zaitun 
Marketing Sdn Bhd to the Court of Appeal has yet to be heard.



Arising from the judgement entered against KJP above, HT(Peninsular), the holding 
company of KJP, applied to the High Court to wind up KJP. On 22 July 2003, High Court 
(suite no. D1-28-675-2003) order was granted to appoint a Provisional Liquidator for KJP 
to ensure a fair and equitable payment to all the unsecured creditors of KJP and to 
prevent any undue preference and unfair distribution of KJP assets among the creditors 
of KJP in the winding up. Zaitun Marketing Sdn Bhd filed an application to intervene and 
to set aside the appointment of the provisional liquidator.


The High Court has on 6 October 2004 dismissed Zaitun Marketing Sdn Bhd’s application 
to intervene in Harrisons Trading (Peninsular) Sdn Bhd’s petition to wind-up KJP with 
costs, and made an order to wind up KJP with costs.


The Directors are of the view that the litigations mentioned in paragraph (a) above have 
no impact on the affairs or management and on the future operations and continuing 
activities of the Company and the Group.



In respect of (b) above, the Directors, have taken legal advice and are of the opinion that 


no provision for the judgement sums is required notwithstanding that the appeal has yet 


to be heard in the Court of Appeal.

Basis of Calculation of Earnings Per Share (EPS)

The basic EPS for the quarter and financial year was calculated based on the Group’s net profit for the respective period divided by weighted average number of ordinary shares in issue during the financial period.
