A. SELECTED EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO PARAGRAPH 16, FRS 134 INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORTING: 
A1.
Basis of Preparation
The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of MFRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting, and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. 
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2013. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2013.

The interim financial statements has been prepared using the same accounting policies as the most recent audited financial statements and in accordance with MFRS 134 “Interim Financial Reporting”, and Appendix 9B (Part A) paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in the interim financial statements are consistent with those adopted for the recent annual audited financial statements of the Group for the financial year ended 31 December 2013. The new, revised and amended MFRS and IC Interpretations, which are effective for the financial periods beginning on or after 1 January 2014, did not have any material impact on the financial results of the Group.

Disclosure of Audit Qualification
The financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2013 was not subject to any qualification.
A3.
Seasonality or Cyclicality of Operations
The businesses of the Group are mainly in fast moving consumer goods. Revenue and contributions tend to be influenced by festival seasons.

There were no items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows that are unusual because of their nature, size or incidence.

Change in Estimates
The group review the assets’ residual values and useful lives at the end of the reporting period. No review on change in estimate is required during the quarter ended 31 March 2014.

Issuance, Cancellations, Repurchases, Resale and Repayments of Debt and Equity Securities
During the current quarter, the Company did not purchase any its own shares from the open market. The cumulative number of shares repurchased year to-date was 13,000 at a total consideration of RM17,936. The average price paid for the shares repurchased was at approximately RM1.38 per share. The repurchased transactions were financed by internally generated funds. The shares repurchased are being held as treasury shares as allowed under Section 67A of Companies Act 1965. The Company has the right to resell these shares at a later date. None of the treasury shares repurchased have been sold as at 31 March 2014.

At the balance sheet date, the number of outstanding shares in issue after offsetting treasury shares against equity is 68,476,200.

Turnover for the current quarter was 7.17% higher compared to the previous corresponding quarter due to increase in sales of fast moving consumer goods arising from existing agencies and building materials, particularly cement.
The loss before tax for the current quarter was RM23.143 million compared to the profit before tax of RM9.036 million for the previous corresponding quarter. The amicable settlement between Harrisons Sabah Sdn Bhd and Customs for alleged unpaid import duty, excise duty and sales tax reduced Group’s profit by RM31.5 million. Without the amicable settlement sum of RM31.5 million, the Group would have made a profit before tax of RM8.357 million, which is RM679,000 or 7.52% lower than the previous corresponding quarter. Margins decreased from 9.62% for the previous corresponding quarter to 8.91% for the current quarter. Principal’s implementations of stricter terms on incentives and wholesales discounts continue to exert pressure on our margins for the current quarter.

Turnover for the current quarter increased by 11.63% compared to the immediate preceding quarter mainly due to increase in sales of fast moving consumer goods arising from existing agencies and building materials, particularly cement.
The loss before tax for the current quarter was RM23.143 million compared to the profit before tax of RM8.185 million for the immediate preceding quarter. Harrisons Sabah Sdn Bhd’s amicable settlement of RM31.5 million with Customs for alleged unpaid import duty, exercise duty and sales tax, attributed to the loss. Without the amicable settlement sum of RM31.5 million the Group’s profit before tax for the current quarter would be RM8.357 million, which is RM172,000 or 2.1% higher than the immediate preceding quarter.
B4.
Prospects for Current Year
The Malaysia economy is expected to grow by about 5% in 2014. Our business is anticipated to grow in tandem with the economy for 2014. The Group which is well supported by its strong marketing and comprehensive distribution network across the country continues to maintain a positive outlook in its business. However, inflationary effects on operation costs and pressure from principals on our margins are expected to continue in 2014.

Forward foreign exchange contract is used as a hedging tool to minimize the group’s exposure to changes in fair value of its purchases conducted in the ordinary course of business, as a result of fluctuation in the exchange rates.

The fair value of forward exchange contract is determined by using the market rates at the end of reporting period and changes in the fair value is recognized in the profit or loss. The subsequent 
cumulative change in the fair value of the commitment attributable to the hedged risk is recognized as an asset or a liability with the corresponding gain or loss recognized in the profit or loss.

The above derivative financial instrument is not subjected to any credit risk, market risk and liquidity risk as the Group had sufficient internal funds for its settlement of such amount when it falls due.
