A. SELECTED EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO PARAGRAPH 16, FRS 134 INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORTING: 
A1.
Basis of Preparation
The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of MFRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting, and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. 
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2017. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2017.

The interim financial statements have been prepared using the same accounting policies as the most recent audited financial statements and in accordance with MFRS 134 “Interim Financial Reporting”, and Appendix 9B (Part A) paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the most recent audited financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2017 except for the newly-issued Malaysian Financial Reporting Standards (“MFRS”), interpretations and amendments to standards to be applied by all Entities Other Than Private Entities for the financial periods beginning on or after 1 January 2018:

· MFRS 15: Revenue from Contracts with Customers

· MFRS 9: Financial Instruments

· Annual Improvements to MFRS Standards 2014–2016 Cycle

· MFRS 140: Transfers of Investment Property (Amendments to MFRS 140)

· IC Interpretation 22: Foreign Currency Transactions and Advance Consideration
The adoption of the above did not have any significant effects on the interim financial report upon their initial application, other than as disclosed below:
(a)
MFRS 15 “Revenue from Contracts with Customers”

MFRS 15 “Revenue from contracts with customers” (effective from 1 January 2018) replaces MFRS 118 ‘Revenue’ and MFRS 111 ‘Construction contracts’ and related interpretations. The core principle in MFRS 15 is that an entity recognises revenue to depict the transfer of promised goods or services to the customer in an amount that reflects the consideration to which the entity expects to be entitled in exchange for those goods or services. 

Revenue is recognised when a customer obtains control of goods or services, i.e. when the customer has the ability to direct the use of and obtain the benefits from the goods or services.
A new five-step process is applied before revenue can be recognised:

(i)
Identify contracts with customers;

(ii)
Identify the separate performance obligations;

(iii)
Determine the transaction price of the contract;

(iv)
Allocate the transaction price to each of the separate performance obligations; and

(v)
Recognise the revenue as each performance obligation is satisfied.

Key provisions of the new standard are as follows:

· Any bundled goods or services that are distinct must be separately recognised, and any discounts or rebates on the contract price must generally be allocated to the separate elements.

· If the consideration varies (such as for incentives, rebates, performance fees, royalties, success of an outcome etc), minimum amounts of revenue must be recognised if they are not at significant risk of reversal.

· The point at which revenue is able to be recognised may shift: some revenue which is currently recognised at a point in time at the end of a contract may have to be recognised over the contract term and vice versa.

· There are new specific rules on licenses, warranties, non-refundable upfront fees, and consignment arrangements, to name a few.

· As with any new standard, there are also increased disclosures.

The Group has assessed the effects of applying the new standard on the Group’s financial statements and has identified the following areas that will be affected:

-
Revenue relating to sales of good will be recognised when the control of the products has transferred, being the point when the products are delivered to the customer. As the transfer of risks and rewards generally coincides with the transfer of control at a point in time, the timing and amount of revenue recognised for the sale of good under MFRS 15 is not materially different from its current practice.
-
Revenue relating to sale of services will be recognised in the accounting period in which the services are rendered. Revenue from contracts may have multiple deliverables. It is therefore accounted for as a separate performance obligation under MFRS 15. The transaction price will be allocated to each performance obligation based on the stand-alone selling price. Revenue relating to revenue from contract will be recognised over time based on the entity’s progress towards complete satisfaction of that performance obligation. As the contract terms of the services provided have a generally short period of delivery (less than one year), the Group’s revenue recognition for services under MFRS 15 is not materially different from its current practice.
The Group has adopted MFRS 15 using the modified retrospective approach. This means any cumulative impact arising from the adoption will be recognised in retained earnings as at 1 January 2018 and comparatives are not restated. Based on the preliminary assessment performed by the Management, there is no cumulative impact from the adoption of MFRS 15 as at 1 January 2018.

MFRS 9 Financial instruments

MFRS 9 retains but simplifies the mixed measurement model in MFRS 139 and establishes three primary measurement categories for financial assets: amortised cost, fair value through profit or loss (“FVTPL”) and fair value through other comprehensive income (“FVOCI”). The basis of classification depends on the entity's business model and the cash flow characteristics of the financial asset. Investments in equity instruments are always measured at fair value through profit or loss with an irrevocable option at inception to present changes in fair value in OCI (provided the instrument is not held for trading). A debt instrument is measured at amortised cost only if the entity is holding it to collect contractual cash flows and the cash flows represent principal and interest.

For liabilities, the standard retains most of the MFRS 139 requirements. These include amortised cost accounting for most financial liabilities, with bifurcation of embedded derivatives. The main changes are:

· For financial liabilities classified as FVTPL, the fair value changes due to own credit risk should be recognised directly to OCI. There is no subsequent recycling to profit or loss.


· When a financial liability measured at amortised cost is modified without this resulting in derecognition, a gain or loss, being the difference between the original contractual cash flows and the modified cash flows discounted at the original effective interest rate, should be recognised immediately in profit or loss.

MFRS 9 introduces an expected credit loss model on impairment that replaces the incurred loss impairment model used in MFRS 139. The expected credit loss model is forward-looking and eliminates the need for a trigger event to have occurred before credit losses are recognised.
The adoption of MFRS 9 Financial Instruments from 1 January 2018 resulted in changes in accounting policies and adjustments to the amounts recognised in the financial statements. In accordance with the transitional provisions in MFRS 9(7.2.15) and (7.2.26), comparative figures have not been restated.

The Group has reviewed its financial assets and liabilities and has identified the following impact from the adoption of the new standard on 1 January 2018.

· On 1 January 2018 (the date of initial application of MFRS 9), the Group has assessed which business models apply to the financial assets held by the Group and has classified its financial instruments into the appropriate MFRS 9 categories as follows:

Reclassication of investments from available-for-sale to FVTPL

The unit trust funds of the Group were reclassified from available-for-sale financial assets to financial assets at FVTPL The investment does not meet the MFRS 9 criteria for classification at amortised cost, because their cash flows do not represent solely payments of principal and interest. 

Related fair value gains of RM1.9 million were transferred from the available-for-sale financial assets reserves to retained earnings on 1 January 2018.
In the nine months to 30 September 2018, net fair value losses amounting to RM545,000 relating to these investments were recognised in profit or loss.
(ii)
Reclassification of investments in non-trading equities from available-for-sale to FVOCI

The Group elected to present in OCI changes in the fair value of all its equity investments previously classified as available-for-sale, because these investments are held as long-term strategic investments that are not expected to be sold in the short to medium term. As a result, assets with a fair value of RM21.8 million were reclassified from available-for-sale financial assets to financial assets at FVOCI and fair value gains of RM1.2 million were reclassified from the available-for-sale financial assets reserve to the FVOCI reserve on 1 January 2018.

In the nine months to 30 September 2018, net fair value losses amounting to RM424,000 relating to these investments were recognised in OCI.
· The Group’s trade and other receivables currently measured at amortised cost meet the conditions for classification at amortised cost under MFRS 9. 

· There will be no impact on the Group’s accounting for financial liabilities, as the new requirements only affect the accounting for financial liabilities that are designated at fair value through profit or loss and the Group does not have any such liabilities. The de-recognition rules have been transferred from MFRS 139 ‘Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement’ and have not been changed.
· The new impairment model requires the recognition of impairment provisions based on expected credit losses (ECL) rather than only incurred credit losses as is the case under MFRS 139. It applies to financial assets classified at amortised cost, debt instruments measured at FVOCI, contract assets under MFRS 15 “Revenue from Contracts with Customers”, lease receivables, loan commitments and certain financial guarantee contracts. The adoption of MFRS 9 does not have a material impact on the retained earnings of the Group.

Disclosure of Audit Qualification
The financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2017 was not subject to any qualification.
A3.
Seasonality or Cyclicality of Operations
The businesses of the Group are mainly in fast moving consumer goods. Revenue and contributions tend to be influenced by festival seasons.

Items affecting Assets, Liabilities, Equity, Net Income or Cash Flows
There were no items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows that are unusual because of their nature, size or incidence.
A5.
Change in Estimates
The group review the assets’ residual values and useful lives at the end of the reporting period. No review on change in estimate is required during the current quarter under review.
A6.
Issuance, Cancellations, Repurchases, Resale and Repayments of Debt and Equity Securities
During the current quarter, the Company did not purchase any its own shares from the open market. The cumulative number of shares repurchased year to-date was 13,000 at a total consideration of RM17,936. The average price paid for the shares repurchased was at approximately RM1.38 per share. The repurchased transactions were financed by internally generated funds. The shares repurchased are being held as treasury shares as allowed under Section 127 of Companies Act 2016. The Company has the right to resell these shares at a later date. None of the treasury shares repurchased have been sold during the current quarter under review.
At the balance sheet date, the number of outstanding shares in issue after offsetting treasury shares against equity is 68,476,200.

The final single-tier dividend of 20 sen per share amounting to RM13,695,240 for the financial year ended 31 December 2017 which was approved at Annual General Meeting on 8 June 2018, was paid on 13 July 2018.

As at 30 September 2018, a total sum of RM1,210,000 of the capital expenditure approved for the Group has not been utilised.

A15.
Material litigation
The Sibu High Court ruled on 13 November 2015 in favour of Eastern Pillars Sdn. Bhd. (“Eastern”) and Able Harmony Sdn Bhd (“Able”) for claims premised on the alleged negligence of Harrisons Sarawak Sdn. Bhd. (“HSSB”), a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company, in relation to a fire which occurred on 20 May 2013 in a warehouse rented by HSSB from Able. The damages awarded amounted to RM3,088,000. Subsequently, on 8 December 2015, HSSB filed a notice of appeal while awaiting the written judgement. This amount has been recognised as an expense in the statement of comprehensive income under ‘other operating expenses’ for the financial year ended 31 December 2015.

On 7 December 2016, the Court of Appeal by unanimous decision allowed the Company’s appeal against the decision of the Sibu High Court given on 13 November 2015. Given the above decision, the necessity to pay Able the total sum of RM3.1 million together with cost and interest no longer exist. On 17 February 2017, Able had appealed the case to the Federal Court of Malaysia and filed a Notice of Motion with Affidavit to the Federal Court of Malaysia. HSSB’s solicitor serve an Affidavit in opposition.

HSSB was informed by its solicitor on 20 July 2018 that the Federal Court had dismissed the application for leave to appeal to the Federal Court of Eastern and Able on 19 July 2018.

Given the above decision by the Federal Court, the necessity to pay Eastern and Able no longer exist and the total sum of RM3,038,058.20 provided previously as expenses- claims on legal case was reversed as other operating income in the accounts of HSSB during the current financial quarter.

Overall Review of Group’s Financial Performance

In general, the Group’s profit after tax for the period ended 30 September 2018 increased by RM2.5 million or 14.85% compared to the preceding year corresponding period. The improvement was mainly due to the reversal of provision of legal claim of RM3.0 million for the Sibu’s court case and a stronger sale in Nestle products. Revenue for the current year increased by RM64.0 million or 5.4% and Profit Before Tax for the year increased by RM4.7 million or 20.36%. 
The Group’s trade and other receivables increased from RM307.0 million as at 31 December 2017 to RM327.1 million as at 30 September 2018 due to slow down of collections in the overall trade. Bank borrowings decreased from RM187.9 million as at 31 December 2017 to RM186.0 million as at 30 September 2018 even though more sales were generated for the current year.
Cash and bank balances increased from RM94.8 million as at 31 December 2017 to RM98.0 million as at 30 September 2018. Net working capital improved by RM59.8 million for the period ended 30 September 2018 as compared to 30 September 2017 as there were less cash tied up in trade receivables and payables during the period ended 30 September 2018.
Quarterly 
Revenue for the current quarter increased by RM54.2 million or 14.37% as compared to the previous corresponding quarter. The increase is mainly due to strong sales in Nestle products. We also started distributing the Wipro Unza products in May 2018.
The profit before tax for the current quarter was RM5.2 million or 82.02% higher as compared to the previous corresponding quarter. The other operating income increased due to the reversal of provision of legal claim of RM3.0 million for the Sibu’s court case. Gross margin increased slightly from 9.36% for the previous corresponding quarter to 9.89% for the current quarter. Provision for obsolescence of inventories was RM176,000 for the current quarter while there was a reversal of provision for obsolescence of inventories of RM1,176,000 during the previous corresponding quarter resulting in increase in Selling and Distribution Costs. Impairment of trade receivables increased by RM731,000 for the current quarter as compared to the previous corresponding quarter. Operating expenses increased due to increase in headcounts and 8% salary adjustment of unionised staff during the current quarter. 
Year to-date (YTD)
Revenue for YTD September 2018 increased by RM64.0 million or 5.40% as compared to the previous corresponding YTD September 2017. The increase is mainly due to increase in sales in Nestle products. We also started distributing the Wipro Unza products in May 2018.

The profit before tax for YTD September 2018 was RM4.7 million or 20.36% higher as compared to the previous corresponding YTD September 2017. Besides the reversal of provision of legal claim of RM3.0 million for the Sibu’s court case, gross margins increased slightly from 9.32% for YTD September 2017 to 9.72% for YTD September 2018. Provision for obsolescence of inventories was RM392,000 for YTD September 2018 while there was a reversal of provision for obsolescence of inventories of RM623,000 during the YTD September 2017. Impairment of trade receivables increased by RM1.7 million for the YTD September 2018 as compared to YTD September 2017. Operating expenses increased due to increase in headcounts and 8% salary adjustment of unionised staff.

Under this segment the Group provides marketing, sales and distribution of Fast-Moving Consumer Goods, Building Materials and Engineering Products, and Industrial and Agriculture Chemical products. This segment is the major segment of the Group which contributed 98.83% of the Group revenue.
Revenue for this Segment in YTD September 2018 increased by RM57.3 million or 4.86% as compared to YTD September 2017. The increase for the YTD September 2018 is mainly due to the stronger sales in Nestle products in the Fast-Moving Consumer Goods division.
The Profit Before Interest and Tax for the Trading and Distribution Segment in YTD September 2018 increased from RM26.1 million to RM34.2 million or 30.82% higher as compared to YTD September 2017. Besides the reversal of provision of legal claim of RM3.0 million for the Sibu’s court case, margin increased slightly.
Retailing

This new segment is the segment of retailing of consumer products, under the Komonoya brand.
Revenue for this segment in YTD September 2018 is RM6.0 million and the Loss Before Interest and Tax in YTD September 2018 is RM183,000 mainly due to one of the retailing outlets not being profitable. 
Others

This Segment comprises of shipping agency commissions, insurance agency commissions, travel agency commissions and income from investment in marketable securities.
Revenue for this segment increased slightly from RM7.9 million for YTD September 2017 to RM8.6 million for YTD September 2018.
The Profit Before Interest and Tax for this Others Segment decreased by RM2.1 million in YTD September 2018 as compared to YTD September 2017 because there were fair value losses on financial assets at PVTPL of RM545,000 in YTD September 2018. There was loss on disposal of quoted securities of RM15,000 in YTD September 2018 as compared to gain on disposal of quoted securities of RM652,000 in YTD September 2017. The operating profit before tax from the shipping agency division reduced from RM3.6 million to RM3.3 million or 10.43% in YTD September 2018 as compared to YTD September 2017.

Revenue for the current quarter increased by RM42.2 million or 10.86% compared to the immediate preceding quarter due to seasonal increase in sales of fast moving consumer goods for the current quarter.
The profit before tax for the current quarter increased by RM3.6 million or 45.83% compared to the immediate preceding quarter. This was mainly due to the reversal of provision of legal claim of RM3.0 million for the Sibu’s court case and stronger sales for the current quarter.

Prospects for Current Year
The market condition continues to remain competitive and challenging in year 2018. Cement sales is expected to be weak as the oversupply situation remains. The existing main fast-moving consumer goods agencies are expected to grow modestly. The management will proactively monitor our trade credit exposure in managing trade receivables. There are no material adverse foreseen factors affecting the group operations.
