A. EXPLANATORY NOTES AS PER MASB 26

1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with MASB26, Interim Financial Reporting and the additional disclosure requirements as in Part A of Appendix 9B of the revised listing requirements..

The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2004. 

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004 except for the adoption of the following new accounting policy:

Exchange differences arising from translation of financial statements of foreign subsidiaries are dealt with through exchange fluctuation reserve under shareholder equity.

Purchase of Own Shares

Own Shares purchased are held as treasury shares.  The amount of consideration paid including attributable costs is debited to equity and is stated as a separate component of equity.

2. Auditors’ Report

The auditors’ report of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004 was not subject to any qualification.

3. Seasonal or cyclical factors

The Group performance is normally not affected by the seasonal and cyclical factors except during the first quarter whereby production time is shorter due to festive seasons and holidays.

4. Extraordinary and exceptional items

There were no extraordinary and exceptional items during the financial quarter under review and financial year to date.

5. Changes in estimates

There were no material changes in estimates during the financial quarter under review and financial year to date.

6. Issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities etc

There were no issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, share held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the current financial quarter to date except:-

i) The issuance of 9,000, 64,000, 52,000, 25,000, and 1,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each at RM1.50, RM1.58, RM2.21, RM3.01 and RM3.06 per share respectively to eligible employees pursuant to Company’s Employees Share Option Scheme (“ESOS”).

7. Dividend paid

The final dividend of 8 sen per share, tax exempt, and a special dividend of 4 sen per share, less tax, in respect of the financial year ended 31 December 2004 were paid by the Company on 15 June 2005.

The interim dividend of 10 sen per share less income tax 28% in respect of financial year ended 31 December 2005 was paid by the Company on 26 September 2005.

8. Segmental reporting

No segmental reporting has been prepared as the Group’s activities involve only one sector of operations which is carried out in Malaysia.

9. Property, plant and equipment

The valuations of land and buildings have been brought forward, without amendment from the previous annual report.

B. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED UNDER BURSA MALAYSIA LISTING REQUIREMENTS

1. Review of the performance of the Company and its principal subsidiaries

The lower profit before income tax in this reporting quarter and cumulative financial year to date as compared to the results in corresponding period last year are due to the decreased in demand of fasteners and also the higher cost of material during this quarter.

2. Material changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the results of the preceding quarter

The Group recorded revenue of RM51.0 million and profit before income tax of RM3.6 million in this reporting quarter compared to RM45.3 million and RM7.0 million respectively, as recorded in the preceding quarter.

The lower profit before income tax for this quarter are due to the higher cost of materials as compared to the preceding quarter.

3. Prospects for the current financial year

The Board will further focus on the core business besides seeking to produce more special and customized items to enhance its long-term competitiveness and to tap into high-margin product lines in the coming financial periods.  The Group will continue to improve operating efficiency and control costs in order to improve performance.

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board of Directors is confident that the Group will achieve a satisfactory level of profitability for the current financial year.

4. Variance of actual profit from forecast profit

Not applicable.

5.  Taxation

The taxation of the financial periods under review are as follows:
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The lower effective tax rate in this reporting quarter and cumulative financial year to date are due to the claim for Non-taxable income and expenses eligible for double deduction.

6. Profit/(losses) on sale of unquoted investment and/or properties

There were no sales of unquoted investment and/or properties for the financial period under review.

7. Quoted securities

8. Status of corporate proposals

Further to the announcements on 10 May 2004, 11 May 2004 and 13 August 2004, the Company has made an announcement on 18 October 2004 regarding the incorporation of Tong Heer Fasteners (Thailand) Co., Ltd., a Joint Venture Company between the Company and it’s holding corporation, All Star International Holdings Limited.

The Board of Investment in Thailand has approved the above proposal via a letter dated 22 September 2004.  The proposal was approved by the shareholders of the Company via Extraordinary General Meeting on 30 December 2004.

The incorporation of the subsidiary was completed during the financial quarter.
