COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER’S RESULTS






The profit before taxation for the quarter has increased by 207% to RM5.0 million as compared to RM1.6 million (after exceptional items) in the first quarter of the year. This is due to the increase in sales of products with higher margins during the current quarter, as well as the 47.34% increase in total turnover to RM46.5 million as compared to the RM31.5 million recorded in the first quarter, in conjunction with cost rationalization within the group.

For the current financial year to date under review, the group has recorded a turnover and profit before tax of RM78.0 million and RM6.66 million respectively.
