REVIEW OF THE PERFORMANCE


The Group has recorded revenue of RM 331.0 million for the financial year ended December 31, 2005, an increase of RM 33.6 million or 11% relative to the previous financial year ended 31 December 2004. The increase in revenue was attributable to all categories of products, except hardware.


The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM25.3 million for the financial year  ended 31 December 2005. This represents a favourable variance of 8% relative to the previous year.


This is after taking into consideration a diminution of RM3.0 million in the value of investment in an associate company.

MATERIAL CHANGES IN THE QUARTERLY RESULTS
The Group recorded an increased revenue of RM 112.1 million for the current quarter ended 31 December 2005 as compared to RM 78.5 million achieved in the preceding quarter ended 30 September 2005. 

Profit before tax corresponding increased to RM11.7 million in the current quarter compared to RM4.0 million in the preceding quarter.
