The Group is adopting the components approach to account for each significant part of an item of Property, Plant and Equipment, for subsequent expenditure.  The Group also measures the residual value of the asset before depreciation annually at balance sheet date.

FRS 3: Business Combination

The Group has derecognised the Capital Reserve on Consolidation in accordance with the requirement of FRS 3. Accordingly, the carrying value of RM 40,000 was adjusted against the accumulated Capital Reserve.

Up to 31 December 2005, the financial statements were prepared in accordance with MASB standards effective before 1 January 2006. The comparative figures in respect of 2005 have therefore been restated to reflect the relevant adjustments.

B1.
REVIEW OF THE PERFORMANCE

The Group recorded a revenue and profit before tax of RM80.1 million and RM3.4 million respectively in the quarter ended 30 September 2006. Revenue remained fairly constant whereas profit before tax declined to RM3.4 million from RM4.0 million recorded in the corresponding quarter in 2005. This is mainly due to higher manpower cost compared to last year. However, this cost is in line with the company’s full year expense plan.

Year-to date revenue and profit before tax improved by 5% and 6% respectively as compared to the previous year.

MATERIAL CHANGES IN THE QUARTERLY RESULTS
Lower revenue of RM80.1 million was recorded in the current quarter as compared to the RM84.7 million achieved in the immediate preceding quarter. Coupled with lower margins, profit before tax fell to RM3.4 million in the current quarter compared to RM9.1 million recorded in the last quarter.
