EXPLANATORY NOTES TO THE INTERIM  FINANCIAL REPORT –    FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARD 

A1.
BASIS OF PREPARATION

The condensed consolidated interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with MFRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB), and Paragraph 9.22 and Appendix 9B of the Main Market Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. The condensed consolidated interim financial statements also comply with IAS 34: Interim Financial Reporting issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (IASB). For the periods up to and including the year ended 31 December 2011, the Group prepared its financial statements in accordance with Financial Reporting Standards (FRSs). 

The condensed consolidated interim financial statements are the Group’s first MFRS compliant condensed consolidated interim financial statements. MFRS 1 First-Time Adoption of Malaysian Financial Reporting Standards has been applied. 
At that transition date, the Group reviewed its accounting policies and considered the transitional opportunities under MFRS 1. The impact of the transition from FRS to MFRS is described below.
Application of MFRS 1
The audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2011 were prepared in accordance with FRS. As the requirements under FRS and MFRS are similar, the significant accounting policies adopted in preparing these condensed consolidated interim financial statements are consistent with those of the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2011 except for the following:

Property, plant and equipment

Under FRS’s, the Group measures its land and buildings at revaluation. Upon transition to MFRS, the Group has elected to measure all its land and buildings using the cost model under MFRS 116, Property, Plant and Equipment. At the date of transition to MFRS, the Group elected to use the revalue amount of land and buildings as deemed cost. The revaluation surplus was transferred to retained earnings on the date of transition to MFRS.
Retirement Plan


The Group has also elected to apply the transition provision by recognising all   unrecognised actuarial losses of RM917,000 to Retained Earning without early adoption of MFRS119

REVIEW OF THE PERFORMANCE

The Group recorded a revenue of RM324.6 million for the year ended 31 December 2012, an increase of 9.1% over the RM297.6 million for the corresponding year. Profit before tax of RM15.6 million was posted compared to RM21.2 million for the previous year. The RM5.6 million drop in profit before tax was due to a drop in revenue within some traditional areas of business whereas the related staff costs did not reduce because the drop in business could be temporary. Higher costs were incurred for some new revenue streams, and some new areas of business that have yet to be profitable.

MATERIAL CHANGES IN THE QUARTERLY RESULTS
For the quarter ended 31 December 2012, the Group recorded revenue of RM91.1 million as compared to RM97.5 million in the preceding quarter, while recording a profit before tax of RM6.6 million in the current quarter as compared to RM 2.8 million in the preceding quarter.
