For the quarter under review, the Group achieved a profit before tax of RM23.434 million on a turnover of RM63.208 million, an increase of 13% and 20% over the profit before tax of RM20.797 million and turnover of RM52.504 million attained in the first quarter. The increase in the relative proportion of logs sales with higher profit margins contributed principally to higher profit in the second quarter.�

The Group continued to improve its performance in the second quarter. The plywood division remained the overall leading contributor to the Group profit although its performance in the second quarter was at par with that of the first quarter. Sawmilling division reported a lower profit owing mainly to higher cost of sale. For the logging division, the higher proportion of logs sold with greater profit margins increased the profit of the division significantly.





On a year-to-date basis, the consolidated profit before tax of RM44.231 million and profit after tax of RM38.872 million for the first half year of 2000 were 31% and 28% higher than the proportionate forecast of RM33.764 million and RM30.332 million respectively.�

In the third quarter of year 2000, the coated plywood line will commence running, while the operation of the leased sawmill will increase sawn timber production by about 800-1000 m3 monthly.
