	For the quarter under review, profit before tax decreased by RM3.887 million to RM14.689 million as compared to RM18.576 million in the preceding quarter. Reduced profit margin was mainly attributed to continued weakening of selling prices which resulted in the lower profit.

	Although both production and sales volumes increased in the quarter under review, sales revenue only increased marginally from RM64.037 million achieved in the first quarter to RM64.638 million owing to softer selling prices. With the higher production volume, the Group managed to contain the unit cost of production. The weaker selling prices narrowed the profit margin resulting in a lower profit reported for the second quarter.

For the six months ended 30 June 2001, the Group recorded a revenue of RM128.7 million and a profit before tax of RM33.3 million. For the corresponding period in the preceding year, the Group revenue and profit before tax were RM115.7 million and RM44.2 million respectively. The lower profit recorded for the half year under review was mainly due to declining selling prices.
