Review of Performance

The Company recorded a turnover of RM7.9 million and a loss before taxation of RM13.5 million for the fourth quarter ended 31 March 2007 compared with a turnover of RM9.2 million and a loss before taxation of RM15.4 million in the preceding financial year’s corresponding quarter. Turnover decreased by 14.6% compared with the previous financial year’s corresponding quarter was mainly due to reduction in the volume of sales orders coupled with reduction in selling prices to clear slow moving inventories. However, the reduced losses incurred for the current quarter was also attributed partly by cost savings derived from the closure of Parit Buntar factory.
B2.
Material Changes in Quarterly Results Compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

The Company recorded a loss before taxation of RM13.5 million in the fourth quarter ended 31 March 2007 compared to a loss before taxation of RM9.0 million in the preceding quarter ended 31 December 2006.  The much reduced sales in the current quarter has resulted in higher losses due to the seasonal nature of the business.

Prospects for the Next Financial Year 

In view of the prevailing difficult operating environment for radio-controlled toys, the Company has embarked on home entertaining products to improve the results of the Company for the year ahead.
