1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with MASB 26 Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 part K of the Listing Requirements of Kuala Lumpur Stock Exchange. The same accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this interim financial report are consistent with those adopted in the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2001 except for the Group changed its accounting policy to accrue dividends as a liability after approval is obtained following the adoption of MASB19.

2. QUALIFIED AUDIT REPORT

The audited report of the preceding annual financial statements was not subjected to any qualification.


3. SEASONAL OR CYCLICAL FACTORS

The Group’s business operations are normally affected by major festive seasons occurring in certain periods of the financial year, such as Hari Raya Puasa and Chinese New Year.


4. NATURE AND AMOUNT OF UNUSUAL

There were no unusual items for the current interim period.


5. CHANGES IN ESTIMATES

All material transfers to and from reserves and provisions during the current interim period are shown in the interim financial report.


6. DEBT AND EQUITY SECURITIES

There were no issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the financial year to date.


7. DIVIDEND PAID

The Company paid a final dividend comprising of 2.5% less 28% tax and 2.5% tax exempt on 15 August 2002, amounting to RM2,580,000 for financial year ended 31 December 2001.

As the Group operates within one industry and one country, no segmental information is provided.

14. REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

Revenue for the third financial quarter ended 30 September 2002 has increased by about 3% as compared with the preceding year corresponding quarter.

Revenue for the nine months ended 30 September 2002 marginally increased by about 2 % as compared with the preceding year corresponding period.

Profit before tax for the third quarter ended 30 September 2002 has increased by about 21% as compared with preceding year corresponding quarter mainly due to reversal of certain promotion expenses during the quarter in conformity with MASB 26.

Profit before tax for nine months ended 30 September 2002 has decreased by about 8% as compared with the preceding year corresponding period primarily due to the higher cost of certain raw materials and depreciation.


15. MATERIAL CHANGES IN PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION FOR THE QUARTER ENDED 30 SEPTEMBER 2002 AS COMPARED TO THE QUARTER ENDED 30 JUNE 2002

In the third financial quarter ended 30 September 2002, Group’s revenue has increased by about 2% to RM43.450 million as compared to RM42.545 million in the preceding quarter.

Profit before tax has increased by about 22% to RM5.901 million as compared to RM4.828 million in the preceding quarter mainly due to reversal of certain promotion expenses during the quarter in conformity with MASB 26.



16. CURRENT YEAR PROSPECTS

The Board is cautiously optimistic on the performance of the Group for the rest of the year amidst uncertainties of external environment.


17. VARIANCE OF ACTUAL PROFIT FROM FORECAST PROFIT AND SHORTFALL IN PROFIT GUARANTTEE

25. DIVIDEND

The Board of Directors declares payment of an interim dividend of 3% less 28% tax (3 sen per share less 28% tax) and 3% tax exempt (3 sen per share tax exempt) for the financial year ending 31 December 2002. (Year 2001: 2.5 sen per share less 28% tax and 2.5 sen per share tax exempt).The entitlement date and payment date of this interim dividend is on 29 October 2002 and 25 November 2002 respectively. The net dividend per share for the financial year ending 31 December 2002 is 5.16 sen. (Year 2001: 4.3 sen per share). 


26. EARNINGS PER SHARE

The basic and diluted earnings per share are calculated based on the consolidated profit after taxation over weighted average number of 60,000,000 ordinary shares (2001: 60,000,000).


27. PRIOR YEAR ADJUSTMENTS

In prior years, the amount of dividends that were proposed and declared by the directors after the balance sheet date were included as a liability in financial statements at the balance sheet date. The Group changed its accounting policy to accrue dividends as a liability after approval is obtained following the adoption of MASB 19.

This change in accounting policy has been accounted for retrospectively and the effects on prior years have been taken up as prior year adjustments in the financial statements. The effect of the change is reflected in the Statement of Changes in Equity.
