15. Performance Review

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 30 June 2005 increased to RM47,692,000 from RM47,247,000 in the quarter ended 30 June 2004 while the profit before taxation has decreased to RM3,124,000 from RM3,157,000 for the respective periods. There is an increase in price of fuel and higher advertisement and promotion expenses incurred during the current quarter. 
 
Revenue for the six months ended 30 June 2005 has decreased to RM90,191,000  as compared with the preceding year corresponding period of RM91,015,000 while the profit before tax has decreased to RM4,510,000 when compared with the preceding year corresponding period of RM5,209,000. Higher promotional expenses and fuel prices result in drop of profit before taxation.


16. Comment of Material Change in Profit Before Taxation.

Group’s revenue has increased to RM47,692,000 in the current quarter ended 30 June 2005 as compared to RM42,499,000 in the preceding quarter.

Profit before tax for the current quarter has increased to RM3,124,000 as compared to RM1,386,000  in the preceding quarter as a result of higher sales recorded during the current quarter. 


17. Commentary of Prospects
 
The domestic economy is expected to sustain its positive growth this year but probably at a slower momentum. The Group is hopeful to enjoy reasonable returns and synergy benefits arising from the acquisition of In-Comix. This is expected to strengthen the Group’s competitive edge and enable the Group to explore wider business opportunities within the food industry. Hence, the Board is optimistic that the Group will remain profitable in 2005. 

18. Profit Forecast or Profit Guarantee
