14. Performance Review

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter ended 31 December 2008 has increased to RM47,091,000 from RM44,610,000  in the quarter ended 31 December 2007. Profit before tax has also increased to RM4,611,000 from RM786,000 for the respective period mainly due to the improved contribution from costs recovery exercise and more efficient operation within the Group. 

Revenue for the twelve months ended 31 December 2008 has increased to RM220,329,000 as compared with the preceding year corresponding period of RM193,115,000 while the profit before tax has increased to RM21,341,000 as compared with the preceding year corresponding period of audited profit before tax of RM6,125,000. The increase in profit before tax is mainly due to the improvement in contribution as a result of costs recovery exercise during the year and improved operating efficiency within the Group.
15. Comment of Material Change in Profit Before Taxation

Group’s revenue has decreased to RM47,091,000 in the current quarter ended 31 December 2008 as compared to RM52,842,000  in the preceding quarter. 

Profit before tax for the current quarter has decreased to RM4,611,000 as compared to 
RM4,906,000 in the preceding quarter mainly due to lower sales during the current quarter. 

16. Commentary of Prospects
 
2009 is bound to be a very challenging year. However, the Group is quietly confident that with more intensive cost recovery exercise and more efficient operation in place, the Group will continue to strive hard to ensure that satisfactory results are achieved in the coming year. The drive for higher sales and growth in market share is what the Group will strive.
