Notes To The Accounts

1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Financial Statements of the Group are prepared using the same accounting policies, methods of computation and basis of consolidation as those used in the preparation of the most recent financial statements. 

The interim financial report has been prepared in accordance with MASB 26 Interim Financial Reporting and Chapter 9 part K of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. The same accounting policies and methods of computation are followed in the interim financial statements as compared with the audited financial statement for the period ended December 31, 2004.

2. STATUS ON QUALIFIED FINANCIAL STATEMENT

Not applicable.

3. SEASONAL OR CYCLICAL FACTORS

The principal business operations of the Group are not significantly affected by seasonality or cyclical factors.

4. UNUSUAL ITEMS

Other than disclosed in the financial statement, there were no unusual items affecting the financial statement for the financial period under review.

5. CHANGES IN ESTIMATES

There were no significant changes in estimates that materially affect the financial statements for the financial period under review.

6. DEBTS AND EQUITY SECURITIES

There were no repayment and issuance of debt securities, share buy-backs, share cancellation, share held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the financial period under review. 

7. DIVIDENDS PAID

An interim dividend of 3% less 28% taxation in respect of financial year ended December 31, 2004 was paid on April 7, 2005 for the amount of RM2,160,000. A final tax exempt dividend of 5% in respect of financial year ended December 31, 2004 was paid on July 29, 2005 for the amount of RM5,000,000.

No other dividend in respect of the current financial year was paid out in the financial period under review.

8. SEGMENTAL REPORTING

The segmental reporting is disclosed separately for the bulk mailing outsourcing contribution, which arises from the acquisition of Inter-City MPC Sdn Bhd on July 29, 2004. The segmental reporting by business segment is reflected below:

9. VALUATION OF PROPERTY, PLANT & EQUIPMENT

There is no valuation of property, plant and equipment as reported in the annual financial statement for the financial year ended December 31, 2004.

10. SUBSEQUENT EVENT

On October 7, 2005, HeiTech was awarded an extension to the existing Maintenance Contract  Service in respect of the Network System (WAN & LAN) for Jabatan Imigresen Malaysia.

Save as disclosed above, there was no other material event subsequent to the financial period under review.

11. CHANGES IN THE COMPOSITION OF THE GROUP

There were no material changes to the composition of the Group during the financial period under review except for the dilution in equity interest of a subsidiary, Inter-City (MPC) Sdn Bhd from 90% to 84% equity. The dilution derived from the enlarged capital of the subsidiary as a result of exercised share options by the executive director of 508,235 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each. 

12. CONTINGENT LIABILITIES

There were no contingent liabilities for the Group as at November 3, 2005 being the latest practicable date, which is not earlier than seven days from the date of issuance of this quarterly announcement.

13. REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE

The Group has recorded a revenue of RM210,553,000 for the financial period ended September 30, 2005, an increase of RM15,240,000 or 8% relative to the previous financial period ended September 30, 2004. The increase in revenue was mainly attributable to the bulk mailing services charges from a newly acquired subsidiary. 

The Group recorded a net profit attributable to shareholders of RM12,597,000 for the financial period ended September 30, 2005. This represents favourable variance of 1% relative to the previous financial period ended September 30, 2004 This marginal increase is due to the lower margin contribution from sales of hardware and software and system integration projects.

14. COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER’S RESULTS

In comparison with the preceding quarter (quarter ended June 30, 2005), there was an increase in consolidated revenue of 1% from RM69,465,000 to RM70,020,000 in the current quarter (quarter ended September 30, 2005). The net profit attributable to shareholders, however, increased from RM2,779,000 in the preceding quarter to RM5,513,000 in the current quarter. This variance was mainly attributed by the contribution from system integration  activities in the current quarter. 

15. PROSPECTS IN THE CURRENT FINANCIAL PERIOD

The Group expects to remain profitable in the current financial year (financial year ending December 31, 2005) by focusing on its core businesses.
