EXPLANATORY NOTES 
1.
ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

The quarterly financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) 134 - Interim Financial Reporting and Appendix 9B of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”) Listing Requirements, and should be read in conjunction with Ranhill Berhad’s financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2009, which have been prepared in accordance with FRSs.

The accounting policies and presentation adopted for the quarterly financial report are consistent with those adopted for the annual financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2009 except for the changes set out below: 

FRS 8 “Operating Segments” (effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 July 2009) replaces FRS 1142004 Segment Reporting. It requires a ‘management approach’ under which segment information is presented on the same basis as that used for internal reporting purposes.  This has resulted in an increase in the number of reportable segments as compared to the previously reported segments, namely:-
(i) Engineering, Procurement and Construction (EPC) & Engineering, Procurement, Construction Management (EPCM), 

(ii) Concessions (which also includes Infrastructure & Investment) and 

(iii) Operating & Maintenance (O&M).

The adoption of FRS 8 “Operating segment” has resulted in a consequential amendment to FRS 136

“Impairment of assets” in the allocation of goodwill for impairment testing.  Now, each unit or group of units to which goodwill is allocated shall not be larger than an operating segment determined in accordance with FRS 8 instead of the previous standard, FRS 114 “Segment reporting”. The change in reportable segments has not resulted in any additional goodwill impairment.  There has been no further impact on the measurement of the group’s assets and liabilities.  Comparatives have been restated. 


The Group has decided to early adopt the IC Interpretation 12 Service Concession Arrangements (IFRIC 12) which applies to public-to-private service concession arrangements if:

a) The grantor controls or regulates what services the operator must provide with the infrastructure, to whom it must provide them, and at what price; and

b) The grantor controls through ownership, beneficial entitlement or otherwise any significant residual interest in the infrastructure at the end of the term of the arrangement

The adoption has allowed the Group to recognize and measure the revenue into components of construction services (FRS 111) and operation services (FRS 118) instead of recognising the infrastructure assets as its property, plant and equipment. Besides that, the borrowing cost need to be recognized as expenses unless there is a contractual right to receive an intangible asset where the cost can be capitalized during construction period.

The above change in accounting policy has been accounted for retroactively and in accordance with the transitional provisions of FRS 108. The Group has made the following restatement to the previous year’s income statements’ corresponding quarter and the June 09 balance sheet numbers:

8. SEGMENTAL REPORTING

The management considers the business from both a geographic and lines of business perspective and has identified the key operating segments (segregating into contribution from local and international) as follows:-

(i) Engineering, Procurement and Construction (EPC) & Engineering, Procurement, Construction Management (EPCM), 
(ii) Concessions (which also includes Infrastructure & Investment) and 
(iii) Operating & Maintenance (O&M).
The management assesses the performance of the operating segments based on a measure of adjusted Earnings Before Interest, Tax, Depreciation and Amortisation (EBITDA).  The basis  of the measurement excludes the effects of non-recurring expenditure from the operating segments. Interest income and expenditure are not included in the results for each operating segment that is reviewed by the management.  Other information provided, except as noted below to the management is measured in a manner consistent with that in the financial statements.  

Reportable segments’ assets are further reconciled to the total assets as per balance sheet.

The reduction on the reported revenue for EPC&EPCM segment as compared to the preceding year’s corresponding quarter is mainly due to the lower recognition of revenue from Senai Desaru Expressway and  Melut Expansion project as the projects are nearing their completion stage.  
The lower revenue and EBITDA reported for Concession, Infrastructure and Investment segment as compared to its preceding year’s corresponding quarter is mainly due to the reduction activities from this segment.

The higher revenue reported for Operation and Maintenance as compared to its preceding year’s corresponding quarter is mainly due to contribution from the local water projects in Ranhill Utilities. However, the EBITDA for the quarter is lower as compared to its preceding year’s corresponding quarter as the margin generated post water migration exercise is much lower.

REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE
The Group registered a consolidated revenue of RM414.6 million and a profit after tax of RM31.2 million for the quarter under review.  The revenue registered is RM158.6 lower as compared to the preceding year’s corresponding quarter mainly due to the lower recognition of revenue from Senai Desaru Expressway and Melut Expansion project as the projects are nearing their completion stage.  However, there is improvement in terms of profit after tax attributable to equity holders (PATMI) of RM13.7 million as compared with preceding year corresponding quarter’s PATMI of  RM2.9 million mainly due to favourable unrealized foreign exchange gain.
14.
COMPARISON WITH PRECEDING QUARTER’S RESULTS 
The Group recorded a consolidated revenue of RM414.6 million for the quarter under review, which is RM146.3 million lower as compared to the preceding quarter’s revenue of RM560.9 million. This is mainly due to lower recognition of revenue from the E&C division.  A profit before tax of RM43.5 million was recorded for the quarter under review, a RM2.5 million decrease from the profit before tax of RM46.0 million registered in the preceding quarter. 
15.
FACTORS THAT INFLUENCE THE GROUP’S PROSPECTS 
The E&C sector continues to build its current order book and review its current projects to mitigate any possible risk to maintain its competitiveness amongst local and international competitors.   In addition, the Group expects continuing strong growth from its Oil & Gas EPCM arm through Ranhill WorleyParsons Sdn Bhd as it further enhances its world class skill sets and benefits from its lower cost base compared to its international competitors.

As in the past, the water and power business will continue to provide steady and recurring revenue, income and cash flow to the Group in the future.  The Group expects the revenue and profit contribution from the power business to increase in the coming years once its new 190MW combined cycle power plant becomes fully operational in Dec 2010. The first block of 65MW came into operation in Mar 2010 with the 2nd block of another 65MW to come into operation in July 2010.
The Group continues to be exposed to fluctuations in the exchange rate of the US Dollar and Malaysian Ringgit particularly in respect of payments of interest and principal on the USD bond.

(i) The Convertible Unsecured Loan Stocks (“CULS”) represent the 20% interest held by minority shareholders of Ranhill Powertron Sdn Bhd. The CULS will be redeemed if not converted before the maturity date in 2019.

(ii) The Islamic Medium Term Notes were issued by Powertron to finance the conversion works of a power plant from open cycle to combined cycle.

(iii) The term loan represents borrowings by Ranhill Power to finance the acquisition of additional interests in Ranhill Powertron Sdn Bhd.

Based on the total borrowings of RM956.0 million (excluding the non-recourse project finance loans) and the group’s shareholders’ funds of 705.2 million, the gearing ratio of the group stands at 1.36 times.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS WITH OFF BALANCE SHEET RISK 
Interest Rate Swap

In September 2007, the Company entered into a swap transaction with a notional amount of RM155 million with the objective of reducing the interest cost under the Islamic Medium Term Notes Programme of RM540 million in Nominal Value issued by Ranhill Powertron Sdn Bhd.  The swap terminates on June 2012. On the swap, Ranhill is obliged to pay a fixed interest rate of 4.70% for the first year and a floating interest rate per annum for the remaining years, on a semi-annual basis, in June and December of each calendar year to termination. The terms of the swap transaction has not changed since conception. 

There are no realized and unrealized profits or losses on the swap transaction.  All charges on the transaction had been taken up as finance cost in the income statement.

Save as disclosed below, the Board has confirmed that the Company and its subsidiaries are not presently engaged in any material litigation either as plaintiff or defendant, claims or arbitration and they are not aware of any proceedings pending or threatened against the Company and/or its subsidiaries or of any facts likely to give rise to any proceedings which might materially affect the position or business of the Company and/or its subsidiaries:-

(a) Johor Bahru High Court Civil Suit No. MT2-22-766-2007: Bukit Lenang Development Sdn Bhd (“Plaintiff”) v Telekom Malaysia Berhad (“First Defendant”), Tenaga Nasional Berhad (“Second Defendant”) and SAJ Holdings Sdn Bhd (“SAJH”) (“Third Defendant”) (collectively known as the “Defendants”)


The Plaintiff’s claims against the Defendants are for amongst others, damages in the sum of RM29.4 million, for allegedly wrongfully supplying water to the occupants and/or squatters at the Plaintiff’s lands. The suit against the First Defendant has been withdrawn.



On 22 February 2006, SAJH filed its defence. SAJH has also filed an application to strike off the Plaintiff’s suit on the ground that the claim is frivolous, vexatious or an abuse of the process of the Court which was dismissed by the Court on 21 April 2009.

On 11 September 2009, SAJH has obtained an order in terms of its applications to amend the statement of defence. The case is now fixed for case management on 4,5 and 6 October 2010.
 


The solicitors are of the view/opinion that SAJH has credible grounds in defending the Plaintiff’s claims.

(b)
MAM Contracting and Construction Co. Ltd (“MAM”) against the unincorporated joint venture of Ranhill International Inc (“RII”) and Petroneeds Services International Co (“Petroneeds”) In the Khartoum North District Court

RII (a wholly owned subsidiary of RB) has been ordered by the Supreme Court in Khartoum, Sudan for a provisional attachment order attaching all tangible and intangible properties belonging to, claimed by or held for RPJV to satisfy MAM’s claim for a total sum of USD26, 190,230.50 against Ranhill Petroneeds Joint Venture (“RPJV”), the unincorporated joint venture of RII and Petroneeds on the basis of 55%:45% participating interest. Nevertheless, RII and Petroneeds shall be jointly and severally liable for the Melut Basin Oil Development Project (Upstream) Civil Works (“Project”).


MAM is the subcontractor to RPJV for the Project for:

1. tank pad foundation; and

2. general civil infrastructure work. 

The court proceeding is still on-going. The management of RPJV disputes MAM’s claims and denies that there is any amount due and owing to MAM and RPJV’s lawyers are of the view that MAM’s case is baseless. Further, RPJV is filing a counter claim to recover the overpayment and the cost of completion of the outstanding work not completed and abandoned by MAM for a sum of USD8,450,186.59. The matter continues its trial on 9 June 2010 and 14 June 2010.

The solicitors are of the opinion that RPJV has a strong case against MAM.
