Comparison between the current quarter and the immediate preceding quarter

Revenue for the current quarter of RM75.5 million has decreased by 9.3% as compared to the immediate preceding quarter of RM83.2 million. The decrease in revenue was mainly due to lower voice and payphone revenue.

The loss before income tax for the current quarter was RM52.4 million compared to RM42.5 million for the immediate preceding quarter mainly due to higher operating expenses because of payment for Voluntary Separation Scheme (VSS) of RM13.6 million.

22.
Review of performance for the current quarter and year 

The revenue for the current quarter and year under review was RM75.5 million and RM335.4 million respectively as compared to RM98.5 million and RM459.9 million respectively in the corresponding period in 2005. The lower revenue is mainly due to the lower wholesale voice revenue and lower payphone revenue. The wholesale voice revenue was adversely affected by stiff competition while the payphone business was affected by a shrinking market.

The Group posted current quarter and year losses before income tax of RM52.4 million and RM177.1 million respectively compared to RM80.6 million and RM237.9 million respectively in the corresponding period in 2005. The lower losses were mainly due to lower gross loss and lower depreciation and amortisation as some assets were fully depreciated in 2005, as well as due to goodwill impairment in 2005 in respect of company’s interest in TIME Reach Sdn. Bhd.

The Economic Profit statement is as prescribed under the GLC Transformation Program, and is disclosed on a voluntary basis.

Economic profit is a measure of value created by a business during a single period reflecting how much return a business makes over its cost of capital.  

For the current quarter ended 31 December 2006, the economic loss has decreased by RM31.1 million to RM112.3 million from RM143.4 million due mainly to lower LBIT and lower average invested capital. For the year ended 31 December 2006, the economic loss has decreased by RM75.8 million to RM425.0 million from RM500.8 million due mainly to lower LBIT recorded attributable to lower gross loss, lower operating expenses and lower asset base.

Note 1:

Average invested capital consists of average operating working capital, average net property, plant and equipment and average net other operating assets.

Note 2:

WACC is calculated as weighted average cost of debts and equity taking into account the market capitalisation as at end of the period.
