Corporate Information

The audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2011 were prepared in accordance with FRS. Review of Performance  

The Group registered a profit before taxation amounting to RM39.64 million in the current quarter against RM42.55 million achieved in the preceding year corresponding quarter.   
The Group’s operating revenue of RM119.34 million for the current quarter is higher by RM1.97 million (1.68%) compared to RM117.37 million achieved in the corresponding quarter.  
Revenue generated from port services is RM110.66 million with the revenue from the handling of LNG vessel calls and cargo contributing RM76.58 million (64.17%) towards the total operating revenue.  The shortfall in the revenue generated from LNG by RM6.02 million in Q3 2012 (RM76.58 million) as compared to Q3 2011 (RM82.60 million) is due to the major shutdown of LNG plant in July 2012.  The number of LNG vessels calling the port in Q3 2012 is 101 calls compared to 111 calls in Q3 2011.  Whilst there is a shortfall in LNG revenue in Q3 2012,  the revenue from General Cargo is higher by RM5.92 million.
Revenue from bulking services contributed RM8.68 million (7.27%) towards the total operating revenue.  
The Group’s expenditure in Q3 2012 is higher by RM3.85 million mainly due to the expenses incurred on third party cargo handling services for stevedoring and alumina oxide, maintenance expenses and charter hire of new tugboats.
There have been no other material factors affecting the earnings and/or revenue of the Group for the current quarter.
B2.
Material Changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter

The pre-tax profit for the third quarter of 2012 amounting to RM39.64 million is higher compared to RM34.06 million achieved in the preceding quarter.  
The Group’s operating revenue is lower by RM0.18 million from RM119.52 million achieved in Q2 2012 to RM119.34 million in Q3 2012.  
Revenue generated from port services is lower by RM0.26 million from RM110.92 million in Q2 2012 to RM110.66 million in Q3 2012.  Revenue from LNG is lower by RM0.58 million from RM77.16 million in Q2 2012 to RM76.58 million in Q3 2012.  In July 2012, there was a major shutdown at the LNG plant and the number of LNG vessels calling the port was only 22 calls.  This shortfall in July 2012 was however, compensated by the number of vessel calls and cargo handled in the month of August and September 2012.

Material Changes in the Quarterly Results compared to the Results of the Preceding Quarter (continued)
Revenue from the bulking services shows a slight increase of RM0.08 million from RM8.60 million in Q2 2012 to RM8.68 million in Q3 2012.
The expenses during the quarter under review is lower by RM8.15 million from RM90.32 million in Q2 2012 to RM82.17 million in Q3 2012.  The expenditure in Q2 2012 includes payment of performance bonus and annual increment to the staff.
There were no other unusual items affecting profits for the current quarter.

Current Year’s Prospects  


In 2012, the handling of LNG vessel calls and cargoes will still be Bintulu Port most important revenue contributor.  The bulking operation is expected to contribute positively towards the revenue growth.  Other cargoes that are expected to contribute positively towards the revenue are bulk fertiliser, palm oil, alumina oxide, container and project cargoes for the construction at Samalaju Industrial Park.  

Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the performance of the Group for the year 2012 to remain satisfactory.

In the above cases, Integrated Marine Works Sdn Bhd (IMW) sued the Federal Government and Ministry of Transport to enforce a Dredging Agreement entered 21 April 2004 whereby IMW was granted a concession to dredge ports under the jurisdiction of the Federal Government.

IMW contended that under that Agreement the Company which is undertaking the development of the Samalaju Port (a State Port) ought to have awarded the work for the dredging of the navigational channel for the new port, through direct negotiations and not through an open tender exercise conducted by the Company.

IMW managed to obtain interim injunctions from the Kuala Lumpur High Court and the Bintulu High Court to restrain the Company from carrying out the tender exercise for the construction of the interim facilities of Samalaju Port which included dredging works.

However, on 27 April 2012 and 2 May 2012 the interim injunctions were set aside by the Kuala Lumpur High Court and Bintulu High Court respectively. In the above circumstances the Company has been able to receive, open and evaluate the tender although there has been a slight delay in the tender process due to the above actions.

IMW has appealed to the Court of Appeal against the whole decision of the Bintulu High Court. A copy of the Record of Appeal was served on BPSB on 11th July 2012. No hearing date was fixed by the Court of Appeal yet.
