Performance Review

The Group’s revenue for the current quarter and financial period ended 30 September 2003 decreased to RM15.001 million from RM39.007 million in the prior corresponding quarter and financial period ended 30 September 2002. As a result, the Group recorded a loss before taxation of RM1.192 million compared to a profit before taxation of RM1.332 million for the corresponding quarter and financial period ended 30 September 2002.

Comment on Material Change in Profit Before Taxation

The Group recorded a loss of RM1.192 million before taxation for the current quarter ended 30 September 2003 (1Q04) as compared to RM22.333 million loss before taxation for the quarter ended 30 June 2003 (4Q03). The variance was attributable to:

i. Lower operating cost of RM2.823 million incurred in 1Q04 as compared to RM23.996 million incurred in 4Q03.

ii. Lower finance cost of RM826k incurred in 1Q04 as compared to RM1.1 million incurred in 4Q03.

Changes in Material Litigation 

There is no change in status of material litigation as announced earlier. The detail are as follows:-

(a)
On 15 December 1998, Schneider (M) Sdn. Bhd. instituted proceedings against the Company’s wholly owned subsidiary, Edaran Communications Sdn. Bhd. at the Kuala Lumpur High Court. The claim amounted to RM1,002,111.20 for the alleged breach of contract and the failure of Edaran Communications Sdn Bhd to complete the contracted works for the Kota Kinabalu Water Supply Privatisation Project 1 and 2. Edaran Communications Sdn Bhd has disputed the claim on the basis that Schneider (M) Sdn Bhd has not complied with the terms of supply and therefore Edaran Communications Sdn Bhd could not comply with its contractual obligation.


On 8 March 1999, both parties  agreed to refer the matter to Arbitration and to sign a Joint Reference Agreement signifying their intent. Subsequently, Schneider (M) Sdn Bhd issued a Notice of Discontinuance on 9 February 2001 with the consent of Edaran Communications Sdn Bhd.


To date, the Joint Reference Agreement has not been finalized and no Notice of Arbitration has been filed.

(b)
Three of the Company’s subsidiaries had, in 2002, entered into four one year contract as sub contractors with Daya Minda Sdn. Bhd., SKKPJ (Tanah Merah) Development Sdn. Bhd. and Edisi Permata Sdn. Bhd. who acted as the main contractors for the supply and provision of computers to Perbadanan Komputer Nasional Berhad (“Nascom”).

Under two of the sub contracts, a subsidiary of the Company, Edaran Komputer Sdn. Bhd. (“EKOM”) had supplied and fulfilled its obligations (“EKOM contracts”) while on the remaining two contracts, no purchase order were issued during the tenure of the contracts. Security deposits amounting to 10% of the contract value were provided for each respective contract.

As at 21 October 2003, Nascom has failed to make any payment for computers supplied and has not refunded any of the security deposits (“Outstanding Debts”).


Two of the main contractors, who are parties to EKOM contracts, have taken legal actions and recovery proceedings against Nascom. Under the arrangement with them, all proceeds from the legal actions and recovery proceedings will be placed in the interim period with a stakeholder for the benefit of EKOM in settling any amount due to it.


In light of circumstances surrounding Nascom, the Board of Directors has come to the conclusion that it is highly unlikely for Nascom to be able to pay the full amount of the Outstanding Debts. Hence, the Group has made full provision for the Outstanding Debts in the fourth quarter of financial year ended 30 June 2003 to cater for such eventuality.


Despite making full provision, the Board of Directors has decided to recover the amounts due the subsidiaries of the Company from the main contractors.


On 21 October 2003, EKOM has initiated legal proceedings against Daya Minda Sdn. Bhd. and SKKPJ (Tanah Merah) Development Sdn. Bhd. to recover the amount due to it pursuant to the sub contracts.


The company has also lodged a police report over the contracts.
