PART A — EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARDS
(“FRS”) 134

1. Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with FRS
134 - Interim Financial Reporting and Appendix 9B Part A of the Listing Requirements of
Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”).

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial
statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2011. The explanatory notes
attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and
transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial
position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2011.

2. Changes in Accounting Policies

The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted in this period financial
statements of the Group are consistent with those adopted for the annual financial
statements of the Group for the financial year ended 31 December 2011 except for the
adoption of the following revised Financial Reporting Standard (“FRS”), Amendments to
FRSs and IC Interpretation:

The MFRS Framework
comprises Standards as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (“IASB”)
that are effective on 1 January 2012 and new/revised Standards that will be effective after
1 January 2012.

The MFRS Framework is to be applied by all Entities Other Than Private Entities for
annual financial periods beginning on or after 1 January 2012, with the exception of
entities that are within the scope of MFRS 141 Agriculture and IC Interpretation 15
Agreements for Construction of Real Estate, including its parent, significant investor and
venturer (herein referred as “Transitioning Entities”). The adoption of the MFRS
Framework by Transitioning Entities will be mandatory for annual financial period
beginning on or after 1 January 2014.

The Group, which is a transitioning entity, elected to continue preparing its financial
statements in accordance with the FRS framework for annual financial periods before 1
January 2014. As such, the Group will present its first financial statements in accordance
with the MFRS framework for the financial year beginning on 1 January 2014.

The Group is currently in the process of determining the financial impact arising from the
adoption of the MFRS Framework.

The Group registered a revenue of approximately RM184.4 million for the quarter ended
30 September 2012, which was approximately RM19.6 million higher as compared to the
preceding year corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2011 of approximately
RM164.8 million. The higher revenue was mainly due to higher revenue contribution from
Bangladesh subsidiary following improved marketing initiatives.

The Malaysian subsidiaries recorded a loss before taxation (“‘LBT”) during the current
guarter ended 30 September 2012 of approximately RM0.5 million as compared to the
preceding year corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2011 of approximately RMO0.6
million. The lower LBT for current quarter was mainly due to increase in the trade
incentives received from a supplier during the quarter ended 30 September 2012 which
was implemented on 1 July 2012.

The British Virgin Islands subsidiaries recorded a LBT during the current quarter ended
30 September 2012 of approximately RM0.3 million as compared to the preceding year
corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2011 of approximately RMO0.4 million. The
lower LBT for current quarter was mainly due to increase in project advisory and
management fees received in the quarter ended 30 September 2012.

During the current quarter ended 30 September 2012, the Group recorded a LBT of
approximately RM0.5 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding quarter
ended 30 September 2011 of approximately RMO0.7 million. The lower LBT for current
guarter were mainly due to the gain on disposal of available-for-sale investments in the
corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2012.

Detailed Performance Analysis (cont’d)

During the current period ended 30 September 2012, the Group recorded a LBT of
approximately RM2.0 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding period
ended 30 September 2011 of approximately RM0.9 million. The higher LBT for current
period was mainly due to decrease in the trade rebates received and increase in
advertising and promotion expenses and staff costs during the period ended 30
September 2012.

Comment on Material Changes in the Results for the Quarter Reported on as
Compared With The Immediate Preceding Quarter

The Group registered a revenue of approximately RM184.4 million for the quarter ended
30 September 2012, which was approximately RM23.4 million lower than the preceding
guarter ended 30 June 2012 of approximately RM207.8 million. The lower revenue was
mainly due to decrease in revenue in the Malaysian and Bangladesh subsidiaries with
lower demand for products during the quarter ended 30 September 2012.

The Group recorded a LBT of approximately RMO0.5 million for the quarter ended 30
September 2012 compared to the immediate preceding quarter of approximately RMO0.6
million mainly due to the gain on disposal of available-for-sale investments during the
guarter ended 30 September 2012.

Current Year Prospect

The Board is of the view that, barring any unforeseen circumstances, the trading and
distribution business is expected to remain challenging given the competitive market.
Nevertheless the Company has confidence that we will be able to realise our objective to
maintain our position as one of the major distributors of information technology and
imaging products in the country. At the same time, the Company will continuously
develop the market for the other business activities that have been identified namely the
Gaharu and solar projects. The Board expects the Group to perform better going forward,
however for the current year the performance is not expected to be worse off than the
previous year.
