1. Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with FRS
134 - Interim Financial Reporting issued by the Malaysian Accounting Standards Board
and International Accounting Standard (“IAS”) 34 : Interim Financial Reporting issued by
the International Accounting Standard Board (“IASB”) and Appendix 9B Part A of the
Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”).

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial
statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2014. The explanatory notes
attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and
transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial
position and performance of the Group since the financial year ended 31 December 2014.

The MFRSs Framework is mandatory for adoption by all Entities Other Than
Private Entities for annual periods beginning on or after 1 January 2012, with the
exception of entities subject to the application of MFRS 141 Agriculture and/or IC
Int 15 Agreements for the Construction of Real Estate (“Transitioning Entities”).
The Transitioning Entities are given an option to defer adoption of the MFRSs
framework and shall apply the MFRSs framework for annual periods beginning on
or after 1 January 2017. Transitioning Entities also include those entities that
consolidate or equity account or proportionately consolidate another entity that
has chosen to continue to apply the FRSs framework for annual periods beginning
on or after 1 January 2012.

Accordingly, the Group which are Transitioning Entities have chosen to defer the
adoption of the MFRSs framework. As such, the Group will prepare its first MFRSs
financial statements using the MFRSs framework for financial year ending 31
December 2017.

The Group is currently in the process of determining the financial impact arising
from the adoption of the MFRS Framework.

The auditors’ report on the financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December
2014 was not subject to any qualification.

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flow
during the current quarter under review and financial year-to-date.

i.  The remaining 49% of the entire equity interest in Classic Distribution Sdn Bhd
(Company No. 823080-X) (“CDSB”) comprising forty nine (49) ordinary shares of
RM1.00 each for a total nhominal cash consideration of RM49.00, resulting in
CDSB becoming a wholly-owned subsidiary of CMSB.

ii. The remaining 49% of the entire equity interest in Compugates Perak Sdn Bhd
(Company No. 874134-D) (“CPSB”) comprising forty nine (49) ordinary shares of
RM1.00 each for a total nominal cash consideration of RM49.00, resulting in
CPSB becoming a wholly-owned subsidiary of CMSB.

Agreement (“JV Agreement”) with Hydra & Thermal Pte. Ltd. and Tan Teck Kee for
the purposes of incorporating a company in Cambodia to be known as Serial Netcom
Co. Ltd for distribution and trading businesses of SIM cards and top-up cards in
Cambodia for Smart Axiata Co., Ltd and other telecommunications operators upon
other terms and conditions as may be agreed in the said JV Agreement.

On 19" August 2015, the Company had announced that its 70% owned sub-
subsidiary, Compugates Development And Mining Sdn Bhd (“CDMSB”), had on 18
August 2015 entered into a Joint Venture Agreement (“JV Agreement”) with Main
Uptown Sdn Bhd (“MUSB”), as the Developer, for the proposed joint development the
parcel of leasehold land identified as H.S.(D) 13828, PT 26800, Mukim of Dengkil,
District of Sepang, Selangor Darul Ehsan, measuring approximately 154,990 square
metres (“‘Land”) into a mixed development (Proposed Joint Venture) comprising
service apartment or small office/lhome officelvirtual office/flexible office, or other
accommodations of the same nature or characteristic (“Project”).

The Group registered revenue of approximately RM28.3 million for the quarter ended 30
June 2015, which was approximately RM3.3 million lower as compared to the preceding
year corresponding quarter ended 30 June 2014 of approximately RM31.6 million. The
lower revenue was mainly due to the decrease in revenue contribution by Malaysian
subsidiary.

The Malaysian subsidiaries recorded a loss before taxation (“‘LBT”) during the current
guarter ended 30 June 2015 of approximately RM1.6 million as compared to the
preceding year corresponding quarter ended 30 June 2014 LBT of approximately RM2.4
million. The lower LBT for current year quarter was mainly due to decrease in staff costs
during the quarter under review.

The Bangladesh subsidiary recorded a LBT during the current quarter ended 30 June
2015 of approximately RM0.3 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding
guarter ended 30 June 2014 of LBT approximately RM0.6 million. The lower LBT for
current quarter was mainly due to increase in revenue.

The British Virgin Islands subsidiaries recorded a LBT during the current quarter ended
30 June 2015 of approximately RMO0.17 million as compared to the preceding year
corresponding quarter ended 30 June 2014 profit before taxation (“PBT”) of
approximately RMO0.02 million. The LBT for current year quarter was mainly due to a
reduction of revenue from project management and consultancy services during the
guarter under review.

The Indonesian subsidiary recorded a PBT during the current quarter ended 30 June
2015 of approximately RM0.07 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding
guarter ended 30 June 2014 LBT of approximately RM0.04 million. The PBT for current
year quarter was mainly due to increase in revenue during the quarter under review.

Detailed Performance Analysis (cont’d)

During the current quarter ended 30 June 2015, the Group recorded a LBT of
approximately RM2.1 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding period
ended 30 June 2014 of approximately RM3.1 million. The lower LBT for current period
was mainly due to lower administrative expenses incurred by Malaysian segment.

During the current year-to-date ended 30 June 2015, the Group recorded a LBT of
approximately RM5.0 million as compared to the preceding year corresponding period
ended 30 June 2014 of approximately RM6.7 million. The lower LBT for the current year-
to-date was mainly due to decrease in staff costs and other operating cost in Malaysian
segment and Bangladesh segment respectively.

Comment on Material Changes in the Results for the Quarter Reported on as
Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter

The Group recorded a LBT of approximately RM2.1 million for the current quarter ended
30 June 2015 as compared to the immediate preceding quarter of approximately RM2.9
million. Lower LBT in the current quarter ended 30 June 2015 was mainly due to higher
other income from trade incentives and a reduction in impairment loss on trade
receivables in Malaysian segment during the current quarter under review.

Current Year Prospect

The Board is of the view that, barring any unforeseen circumstances, the trading and
distribution business is expected to remain challenging given the competitive market.
Nevertheless the Company has confidence that we will be able to realise our objective to
maintain our position as one of the major distributors of information technology and
imaging products in the country. At the same time, the Company will continuously
develop the market for the other business activities that have been identified namely the
Gaharu and solar projects.

On 18th May 2015, the Company had submitted an application to Bursa Malaysia
Securities Berhad for an extension of time up to 18 July 2015 for the submission of the
listing application in relation to the Proposed Rights Issue with Warrants.
