Immediately before classification as held for sale, the carrying amounts of the non-current assets are measured in accordance with applicable FRSs. Then, on initial classification as held for sale, the non-current assets are recognized at the lower of carrying amount and fair value less costs to sell.

(b) FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements

The adoption of the revised FRS 101 has affected the presentation of minority interest and other disclosures. In the consolidated balance sheet, minority interests are now presented within total equity. In the consolidated income statement, minority interests are presented as an allocation of the total profit or loss for the period. 	Review of performance 

The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM5.060 million for the current quarter and RM12.317 million for the current year-to-date on the back of turnover of RM52.196 million for the current quarter and 140.545 million for the current year-to-date. These represent: 

(a) an increase of 0.2% in profit before tax and an increase of 3% in revenue as compared to the profit before tax and revenue in the preceding year corresponding quarter ended 30 September 2005 respectively; and

(b) an increase of 6% in profit before tax and a decrease of 3% in revenue as compared to the profit before tax and revenue in the preceding year corresponding period ended 30 September 2005 respectively.

The slight increase in profit before tax for the current quarter and year-to-date despite a higher FFB production from the Group’s plantations and higher CPO prices, had been offset by a lower contribution from the mill division.  The increase in revenue for the current quarter was mainly due to higher CPO prices as compared to preceding year corresponding quarter whereas the decrease in revenue for the year-to-date was mainly due to lower volume of CPO and PK sold as compared to the preceding year corresponding period.

	Variance of the results against the immediate preceding quarter

The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM5.060 million for the current quarter, which represents an increase of 36% over the profit before tax of RM3.734 million for the immediate preceding quarter ended 30 June 2006.  Management attributes the increase in profit before tax mainly to higher FFB production from the Group’s plantations and higher CPO prices in the current financial quarter as compared to the immediate preceding quarter.

(a) On 20 December 2005, the Company announced to Bursa Malaysia that the Board had on 19 December 2005 granted approval for Ladang Zupakeja Sdn Bhd, a 73.5% owned subsidiary which is presently a dormant company to be wound up voluntarily by way of Members’ Voluntary Winding Up pursuant to Section 251(1)(b) of the Companies Act, 1965. The completion of the Members’ Voluntary Winding Up is pending clearance from the relevant statutory bodies.

(b)    On 12 October 2006, the Company announced to Bursa Malaysia that the Board had on the same date granted approval for the Company to undertake a reorganisation exercise involving two 70% owned subsidiaries, namely Miracle Display Sdn Bhd (“MDSB”) and Better Prospects Sdn Bhd (“BPSB”) (Proposed Reorganisation). The Proposed Reorganisation involved the sale of the 70% equity interests in MDSB and BPSB held by Ballerina Sdn Bhd, a wholly-owned subsidiary to the Company for a total purchase consideration of RM429,240.84. Upon the completion of the Proposed Reorganisation, MDSB and BPSB will become 70% directly owned subsidiaries of NPC. The Proposed Reorganisation was completed on 12 October 2006.
