For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a lower turnover of RM28.6 million compared to RM34.9 million for the corresponding quarter in 2006 whilst profit before tax was lower at RM5.8 million compared to RM8.9 million for the corresponding quarter in 2006. The lower figures achieved for the current quarter was due mainly to the slower demand in the housing and construction sector coupled with the intense competition within the industry.
As a result, on a cumulative basis for the first nine months of 2007, the turnover was reduced by 13.8% to RM86.8 million (2006 – RM100.6 million) while profit before tax was reduced by 27.3% to RM18.0 million (2006 – RM24.7 million).
