Explanatory Notes

1. Accounting policies

The unaudited interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of FRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (‘Bursa Malaysia’).
The interim financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention except for the revaluation of certain properties included under property, plant and equipment. 
The unaudited interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with audited financial statements of the Group for the financial year ended 31 December 2008. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 December 2008. 
The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in this quarterly financial statements are consistent with those adopted in the most recent audited annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2008.

Status of Financial Statements Qualification 

The auditors’ report on the financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2008 was not qualified.

Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The Group’s operations were not significantly affected by seasonal and cyclical factors.

There were no unusual items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows for the current quarter and financial period to date.

There were no changes in estimates that have a material effect in the current quarter.

Changes in Share Capital and Loan Stocks


Irredeemable Convertible Unsecured Loan Stocks (‘ICULS’)

During the quarter ended 30 June 2009, the Company issued 960 ordinary shares of RM1 each, pursuant to the conversion of RM800 nominal amount of ICULS  issued at 100% of its nominal value.

Dividend paid
The Company paid a first and final dividend of 6 sen per share less 25% taxation amounting to RM8,531,029 in respect of the financial year ended 31 December 2008 on 13 July 2009.

Valuation of property, plant & equipment

The Group had revalued its land & building in the year 2000 based on independent professional valuations on an open market basis and the resulting revaluation surplus had been incorporated into the financial statements. The previous annual audited financial statements record the last revaluation amounts.

Subsequent Material Events

The Company’s wholly-owned subsidiary, TRC (Aust) Pty Ltd had on 20 July 2009 concluded a Put and Call Option Deed to acquire 133,334 equal undivided shares out of 400,000 equal undivided shares in a piece of vacant land known as Springridge Estate, 625 Northern Highway, Wallan, Melbourne, Australia for a total consideration of AUD8,000,000.

Changes in the composition of the Group
Liputan Sutera Sdn Bhd became a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Group upon the acquisition of two (2) ordinary shares of RM1 each for a cash consideration of RM2 by Trans Resources Corporation Sdn Bhd, a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company on 18 February 2009. Subsequently, a 60% subsidiary company of Liputan Sutera Sdn Bhd known as Petrobru Build Sdn Bhd, a company incorporated in Brunei Darussalam, became a subsidiary to the Group.
On 12 March 2009, the Company acquired one (1) ordinary share of RM1 each in TRC Infra Sdn Bhd  for  a cash consideration of RM1 and became a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Group.

On 4 June 2009, the Company incorporated a new wholly-owned subsidiary company, known as TRC (Aust) Pty Ltd, under the Australian Corporations Act 2001. This new subsidiary company was primarily incorporated to undertake construction and property development projects in Australia.

With regards to this, TRC (Aust) Pty Ltd acquired 2 ordinary shares in Pretty Sally Holdings Pty Ltd on 20 July 2009.

Review of performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries


The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM15,074,744 in the current financial quarter as compared with a profit before tax of RM13,433,142 in the corresponding quarter.  

The Group recorded an improved result in the current quarter despite a lower turnover compared with the corresponding quarter as the loss registered by the property division in the current quarter was substantially lower from the corresponding quarter.

Material changes in the Profit Before Taxation for the Current Quarter as compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter
The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM15,074,744 in current quarter as compared with a profit before tax of RM13,426,119 recorded in the preceding quarter. 
The improved results in the current quarter is mainly due to the continued recognition of revenue from the ongoing major projects of the Group.

Prospects for the current financial year

With the latest project that the Group secured during the current quarter known as ‘Cadangan Pembangunan Pusat Latihan Lain-Lain Pangkat Agensi Penguatkuasaan Maritime Malaysia (APMM) at Kuantan, Pahang’ for a contract sum of RM218,000,000 and combined with other on-going major projects, the Group expects that these projects would contribute positively to the results of the Group in the coming financial year.
