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Explanatory Notes

1. Accounting policies

The unaudited interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of FRS 134: Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (‘Bursa Malaysia’).
The interim financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention except for the revaluation of certain properties included under property, plant and equipment. 
The unaudited interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with audited financial statements of the Group for the financial year ended 31 December 2009. These explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group since the year ended 31 December 2009. 
Except as described below, the accounting policies applied by the Group in these condensed consolidated interim financial statements are the same as those applied by the Group in its consolidated financial statements as at and for the year ended 31 December 2009.
FRS 8: Operating Segments
FRS 8 requires segment information to be presented on a similar basis to that used for internal reporting purposes. As a result, the Group’s external segmental reporting had been presented based on the internal reporting to the management, who makes decision on the allocation of resources and assesses the performance of the reportable segments. As this is a disclosure standard, there will be no impact on the financial positions or results of the Group.
FRS 101: Presentation of Financial Statements

The adoption of revised FRS 101 will have the following impact on the consolidated financial statements.

(i) This Standard introduces the titles ‘statement of financial position’ and ‘statement of cash flows’ to replace the current titles ‘balance sheet’ and ‘cash flow statement’ respectively. A new statement known as the ‘statement of comprehensive income’ is also introduced in this Standard whereby all non-owner changes in equity are required to be presented in either one statement of comprehensive income or in two statements (i.e. separate income statement and a statement of comprehensive income). Components of comprehensive income are not permitted to be presented in the statement of changes in equity.

(ii) This Standard also introduces a new requirement to present a statement of financial position as at the beginning of the earliest comparative period if there are applications of retrospective restatements that are defined in FRS 108, or when there are reclassifications of items in the financial statements.

(iii) Additionally, FRS 101 requires the disclosure of reclassification adjustments and income tax relating to each component of other comprehensive income, and the presentation of dividends recognized as distributions to owners together with the related amounts per share in the statement of changes in equity or in the notes to the financial statements.

(iv) This Standard introduces a new requirement to disclose information on the objective, policies and processes for managing capital based on information provided internally to key management personnel as defined in FRS 124: Related Party Disclosures. Additional disclosures are also required for puttable financial instruments classified as equity instruments.

Amendments to FRS 117: Leases

The Group has adopted the Amendments to FRS 117. The Group has reassessed and determined that all leasehold land of the Group which are in substance finance leases and has reclassified the leasehold land to property, plant & equipment. The change in accounting policy has been made retrospectively in accordance with the transitional provision of the amendments.
The reclassification does not affect the basic and diluted earnings per ordinary share for the current and prior periods.

FRS 139: Financial Instruments – Recognition and Measurement

FRS 139 establishes principles for recognizing and measuring financial assets, financial liabilities and commercial contracts to buy and sell non-financial items. The Group adopted FRS 139 prospectively on 1 January 2010 in accordance with the transitional provisions. The effects arising from the adoption of this Standard has been accounted for by adjusting the opening balance of retained earnings as at 1 January 2010. Comparatives are not restated. The details of the changes in accounting policies and the effects arising from the adoption of FRS 139 are discussed below:
Available-for-sale (‘AFS’) Investments

Prior to 1 January 2010, the Group classified its investments which were held for non-trading purposes as non-current investments. Such investments were carried at cost less impairment losses. Upon adoption of FRS 139, these investments are designated at 1 January 2010 as available-for-sale financial assets and accordingly stated at fair value.

For those investments that do not have quoted market price in an active market and of which fair value cannot be reliably measured at 1 January 2010 shall continued to be carried at cost less impairment loss.

Impact on opening balance

In accordance with the transitional provision of FRS 139, the above changes are applied prospectively and the comparative as at 31 December 2009 are not restated. Instead, the changes have been accounted for by restating the following balances in the statement of financial position as at 1 January 2010:

Review of performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries


The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM2,566,346 in the current financial quarter as compared with a profit before tax of RM11,074,569 in the corresponding quarter.  
Lower profit reported in the current quarter is attributable to lower contribution from the existing projects where certain projects were completed during the quarter.

Material changes in the Profit Before Taxation for the Current Quarter as compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter
The Group recorded a profit before tax of RM2,566,346 in the current quarter as compared with a profit before tax of RM9,768,128 recorded in the preceding quarter. 
As mentioned in Note 15, the lower profit reported is attributable to the lower contributions from the projects of the Group.

In view the profit contribution from one of the associated company is not material, the result has not been incorporated into the Group’s result for this quarter.

The share of result of the associated company that has been equity accounted into the Group’s result in the immediate preceding quarter amounted to RM206,854.

Prospects for the current financial year
The wholly owned subsidiary company of the Group, Trans Resources Corporation Sdn Bhd (‘TRC’), had on 8 March 2010, received the Letter of Award from Northport (Malaysia) Bhd for the ‘Proposed Development of RTG G-Block and Associated Works at Container Terminal One (CT1) for Northport (Malaysia) Bhd at Port Klang, Selangor’ for a contract sum of RM45,980,000. TRC had accepted the letter of award on 9 March 2010.
TRC had also on 23 April 2010 received the Letter of Award from Putrajaya Holdings Sdn Bhd for ‘The Proposed Construction and Completion of Remaining and Rectification Works for 622 Unit Government Apartments at Parcel 5R6 in Precint 5, Putrajaya’ for a contract sum of RM20,388,000. TRC had accepted the letter of award on 27 April 2010.

In addition to the above, TRC had also on 17 May 2010 received the Letter of Acceptance from Wira Akil Holdings Sdn Bhd in relation to ‘Projek Menaiktaraf Lapangan Terbang Sultan Ismail Petra, Kota Bharu, Kelatan’ for a contract sum of RM45,500,000.

On 25 May 2010, TRC Land (Cambodia) Limited, a wholly owned subsidiary of the Group, entered into a construction contract with Delta Garden Limited for the Construction of Balance of Works to 49 units of Bungalows and Associated Infrastructure Works for Phase 1 of Delta Garden Development Project on Lot No. 14450 (D.10345), 014451 (D.10346), 014452 (D.10347), Village Commune Svay Rorlom, District Saang, Kandal Province, Cambodia for a contract sum of USD9,360,000 (RM31,516,992).
On 6 September 2010, the Company’s wholly owned subsidiary, TRC (Aust) Pty Ltd received the letter of acceptance from Pretty Sally Holdings Pty Ltd in relation to the construction of road and drainage, sewer and water works for Springridge Estate Development Project, 625 Northern Highway, Wallen, Melbourne, Australia for a contract sum of AUD3,722,535.92 (RM10,385,205).

The Group expects that these projects to contribute positively to the results of the Group.
