1. Group Accounting Policies

The quarterly financial statements have been prepared based on accounting policies and method of computation consistent with those adopted in the most recent annual financial statement for the year ended 31 December 2004.

2. Condensed Financial Statements
This set of interim financial statements has been prepared on a condensed basis and should be read in conjunction with the most recent annual financial statement for the year ended 31 December 2004.

3. Audit Report
The Audit Report of the Company’s preceding annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004 was not subject to any qualification.

4. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors
The Group’s business operations are not subject to any seasonal or cyclical factors.

5. Unusual Items
The group’s assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows were not affected by any unusual items.

6. Material changes in Estimates
There were no material changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior interim periods of the current financial year or in prior financial years which have a material effect in the current interim period.

7. Debt and Equity Securities
There have been no issuance and repayment of debt and equity securities, share buy-backs, share cancellations, shares held as treasury shares and resale of treasury shares for the current financial year to date. 

8. Dividends Paid
No dividend has been paid during the financial period.

9. Segment Analysis
No segment analysis is prepared as the Group is primarily engaged in stockbroking operations in Malaysia.

10. Valuation of Property, Plant and Equipment
Valuations of property, plant and equipment have been brought forward without amendment from the previous annual financial statements.

11. Material Events Subsequent to Reporting Quarter
There were no material events subsequent to the end of the interim period that have not been reflected in the financial statements for the interim period.

There were no significant changes in the composition of the company during the interim period, including business combinations, acquisition or disposal of subsidiaries and long term investments, restructuring and discontinuing operations.

13. Contingent Liabilities or Contingent Assets

14. Review of Group Results
In tandem with the performance of Bursa Malaysia for the second quarter ended 30 June 2005, the Group’s core business, i.e. stockbroking, recorded lower revenue as compared to the corresponding quarter in previous financial year.  

The Group’s results for the current year-to-date ended 30 June 2005 recorded a pre-tax loss of RM2.3 million as compared to a pre-tax profit of RM6.7 million in the corresponding period. 

15. Explanatory Comments on Any Material Change in the Profit Before taxation for the Quarter Reported on as Compared with the Immediate Preceding Quarter 
The Group recorded a pretax loss of RM6.1 million for the current quarter from a pre-tax profit of RM3.8 million in the preceding quarter. This was mainly due to RM12.0 million of provision for doubtful debts and RM4.6 million of gain on disposal of Bursa Malaysia Berhad shares in the current quarter.

16. Profit Forecast or Profit Guarantee

The Group has not entered into any scheme that requires it to present forecast results or guaranteed any profits.
