PART A: EXPLANATORY NOTES AS PER MASB 26

A1. Basis of preparation 

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of MASB 26: Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 and Part A of Appendix 9B of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad ("Bursa Securities"). The interim financial statements are to be read in conjunction with the Company audited annual financial statements for the year ended 30th November 2004.
The interim financial statements have been prepared on the basis of consolidating the results of the subsidiary companies during the seven months period under review using the acquisition method of accounting. The accounting principles and bases used are consistent with those previously adopted in the preparation of the financial statements of Ornasteel Holdings Berhad (“OHB”) and its subsidiary companies (“Group”).

The explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of the Group.

A2. Qualification of Annual Financial Statements

There has not been any qualification made by the auditors on the annual financial statements of the Group for the period ended 30th November 2004.
A3. Seasonal and cyclical factors

The Group’s business operation results were not materially affected by any major seasonal or cyclical factors.
A4. Unusual nature and amounts of items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows

There were no items of unusual nature and amounts affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows during the current quarter under review.
A5. Material changes in estimates

There were no material changes in estimates of amounts reported in the current quarter under review. 

A6. Issuances and repayment of debt and equity securities


On March 21st, 2005, the Group has made a repayment of the secondary bonds of RM929,000 under the RM100 million Al-Bai’Bithaman Ajil Redeemable Guaranteed Bonds pursuant to the Bonds Issuance Facility dated 5th September 2001. 

For the quarter under review, there were no issuance nor repayment of any debt and equity securities.

B1.
Review of performance 

The Group achieved revenue of RM296.2 million and profit before tax of RM31.2 million for the quarter under review amidst higher raw materials cost and lower demand.

B2.
Variation of results against preceding quarter 

The Group’s revenue decreased by approximately 39% from RM482.1 million in the preceding quarter to RM296.2 million this quarter. The significant decrease is primarily due to two factors. Firstly, this quarter’s result is for a three months period whereas the preceding quarter was for a four months period. Secondly, market expectations of steel prices to trend lower in the third quarter had resulted in a lower demand for our products.
The Group’s profit before tax decreased by approximately 49% from RM60.6 million in the preceding quarter to RM31.2 million this quarter due to the afore-mentioned two factors as well as higher raw materials cost. 
B3.
Current year prospects 
The demand for our products such as CRC, GI and PPGI in the second half of this year is expected to be weaker in comparison with that of first half of this year due to market expectations of lower steel prices in the third quarter and competition from low quality cheap imports from CIS, India and China. The demand for these products is expected to rebound in the fourth quarter of 2005 when steel prices is expected to stabilize.
