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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE 6-MONTH ENDED 30 JUNE 2005

1. Basis of Preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with FRS 134 - Interim Financial Reporting and should be read in conjunction with the audited consolidated financial statements of HeveaBoard Berhad and its subsidiaries (“the Group”) for the year ended 31 December 2004.

The accounting policies and method of computation used in the preparation of this interim financial report are consistent with that of the annual financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2004.

2. Status of Audit Qualifications

There was no audit qualification on the audit report of the preceding annual financial statements.

3. Nature and Amount of Exceptional and Extraordinary Items

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flow during the financial years under review.

4. Seasonal or Cyclical Factors

The business of the Group is not affected by any significant seasonal or cyclical factors and generally moves in tandem with the performance of the economy.

5. Changes in Estimates

There were no material changes in the estimates of amounts reported in prior interim periods of the current financial year or changes in estimates reported in prior financial year, which give a material effect in the current interim period.

6. Debts and Equity Securities

During the financial period, there were no issuances, cancellations, repurchases and resale of debts and equity securities. Total repayment of debts amounted to RM987,294 for the reporting quarter.
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7. Dividend Paid

Since the end of the Company’s previous financial year, a special dividend in respect of FY2004 of 8% per share for shareholders registered as at 15 September 2004, was partly paid on 28 June 2005.

11.
Effect of Changes in the Composition of the Group 

There were no changes in the composition of the Group during the financial period 30 June 2005.

12. Review of performance

The Group registered a lower  turnover, a decrease of RM0.30 million or 0.43% from RM70.24 million to RM69.94 million for the financial year ended 30 June 2004 and 30 June 2005 respectively. 

 

The Group achieved a profit before taxation of RM2.45 million for the current year quarter and RM4.53 million for the current year period to-date, a decrease of 62.44% and 49.71% over the preceding corresponding periods respectively. The decrease was due to lower margins resulting mainly from the impact of price dumping and the rise in costs of raw materials and production due largely to the rise of oil prices. 
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13. Current Year Prospect

The Board is of the view that, barring unforeseen circumstances, the Group’s business prospects for the remainder of the current year would remain in line with expectations but with profit margin remaining tight. With the Group’s resources also being committed to the implementation of a second particleboard manufacturing line, the Group expects business activity for the remainder of the year to be challenging in the current competitive trading conditions. Nonetheless the Group expects to continue tapping on new markets and customers for its products, continuing its cost saving activities and focusing on its products improvement. 


14. Variances of actual profit and forecast profit 

In view of the various factors mentioned above, the Group achieved a profit after tax of RM4.03 million in the 1st half-year ended 30 June 2005. The profit after tax forecast for the financial year ending 2005 for the group was RM18.09 million. 
With rising production costs, price competition and the expected lower export revenue and margin from the de-pegging of the Ringgit against the United States Dollar (“USD”), the Group’s financial forecast for the financial year ending 31 December 2005 will be affected.

The effective tax rate of the Group for the current quarter was lower than the statutory tax rate mainly due to double tax deduction and pioneer status tax incentive enjoyed by its wholly-owned subsidiary, HeveaPac Sdn Bhd. Recently, IRB has approved HeveaBoard Berhad’s application for the double deduction on research expenditure incurred for year of assessment 2003 amounting to RM1.94 million which resulted in tax credit of RM542,417 in this reporting quarter.
