1. Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with FRS 134, Interim Financial Reporting and Paragraph 9.22 of Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.

The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31 December 2004.
The accounting policies and methods of computation adopted by the Group in these interim financial statements are consistent with those adopted in the previous audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004.
2. Auditors’ Report on Preceding Annual Financial Statements
The audit report of the Group in respect of the annual financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2004 was not subject to any audit qualification.

3. Seasonal or cyclical factors

The Group has traditionally performed better during the second half of the financial year.
4. Unusual items affecting the assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows

There were no unusual items affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows of the Group for the current quarter and financial year-to-date.

For the first half of the financial year, the Group registered operating revenue of RM77.23 million.

The Group recorded a profit before tax (PBT) for the first half of the financial year of RM11.68 million.

There is no comparison of results against last corresponding year quarter as the first set of interim reporting for the Group was for the financial period ended 31 March 2005.
13. Variation of results against last quarter

The Group’s turnover in the second quarter was RM38.87 million as compared to RM38.37 million achieved in the first quarter. The Group’s profit before tax in the second quarter was RM5.80 million as compared to RM5.88 million achieved in the first quarter. The Group’s profit after tax in the second quarter was RM4.90 million as compared to RM4.89 million achieved in the first quarter.
14. Prospects 

With the demand for the Company’s products expected to remain strong and barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board of Directors is optimistic that the Group will be able to achieve satisfactory performance for the financial year ending 31 December 2005.
15. Variance of actual profit from profit forecast

This is not applicable for the current quarter.
16. Taxation
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The Group’s effective tax rates for the current quarter and cumulative year-to-date are lower than the statutory tax rate due to the availability of tax incentive to a subsidiary company.  

17. Unquoted investments and/or properties

There were no purchases or disposal of unquoted investments and/or properties for the current financial quarter.
18. Quoted investments

There were no purchases or disposal of quoted securities for the current financial quarter.
19. Status on corporate proposals

Save on the proposed listing and quotation of the Company’s share capital of 120,000,000 ordinary shares of RM0.50 each on the Main Board of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad, which was listed on 23 February 2005, there are no other further changes in the corporate proposals announced but not completed at the latest practicable date which shall not be earlier than 7 days from this quarterly report.

Foreign currency contracts are entered into to hedge the Group’s confirmed sales and purchases in foreign currencies. The contracted rates will be used to convert the foreign currency amounts into Ringgit Malaysia. The maturity period for each contract depends on the terms of receipts or payments agreed with trade customers and suppliers. The purpose of hedging is to preserve the values of trade receivables and payables against market risk.

The contracts are short-term in nature, as such the difference between the contracted rates and the spot rates are not taken up in the income statement.

The Group does not foresee any significant credit and market risks associated with the above forward foreign exchange contracts as these contracts are entered into with credit worthy financial institutions.

Besides a small fee, there are no other cash outlay requirements for the above forward foreign exchange contracts.
