For the cumulative quarter ended February 28, 2009, the Group achieved revenue of RM72.854 million and profit before tax of RM6.223 million as compared to RM82.376 million and RM10.307 million respectively for the preceding year corresponding period. 
The decrease in profit of the Group in the current financial period compared to the preceding year corresponding period was due mainly to the lower revenue reported and increase in construction costs which resulted in lower profit margin of the Group.

Comparison with preceding quarter results
For the current quarter under review, the Group recorded a profit before tax of RM2.041 million compared to RM4.182 million in the immediate preceding quarter. The lower profit of the Group is in line with the decreased in revenue and increased in administrative expenses.
