Review of performance of the company and its principal subsidiaries for the current quarter and financial year-to-date

For the Current Quarter, the construction division achieved revenue of RM30.6 million and incurred pre-tax loss of RM4.4 million as compared to RM22.8 million and RM7.4 million, respectively, for the previous year corresponding quarter.    For the six months ended 30 June 2003, the construction division achieved revenue of RM50.3 million and incurred pre-tax loss of RM8.8 million as compared to RM48.5 million and RM10.7 million, respectively, for the previous year corresponding period.

The property development division continued to record positive results, registering RM3.08 million pre-tax profit on the back of RM22.8 million revenue for the Current Quarter as compared to RM449,000 and RM13.3 million, respectively, for the previous year corresponding quarter. 

For the six months ended 30 June 2003, the property development division achieved revenue of RM39.9 million and pre-tax profit of RM5.6 million as compared to RM25.4 million and RM1.1 million, respectively, for the previous year corresponding period.

Explanatory comments on any material change in the profit before taxation for the quarter reported on as compared with the immediate preceding quarter.
The Group recorded a pre-tax loss of RM675,000 for the Current Quarter as compared to a pre-tax loss of RM1.78 million registered in the immediate preceding quarter. 

The improvement is due largely to better performance by the property development and ready-mixed concrete divisions. 

3.
Prospects for the financial year ending 31 December 2003

Notwithstanding the challenging operating environment that continues to persist, the Group’s own development project at Bandar Bukit Jalil is progressing well and is expected to be a significant contributor to the Group’s performance in the immediate future. 

The proposed disposal of land to Khoo Soon Lee Realty Sdn Bhd is near completion, subject to the approval of the Securities Commission.

(I) Proposed Bonus and Rights Issue

The Company has on 28 June 2002 obtained its shareholders approval to implement the following proposals: 

(i) Proposed Bonus Issue of 12,000,048 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in the Company on the basis of 1 new ordinary share of RM1.00 each for every 5 existing ordinary shares of RM1.00 each held before the Proposed Rights Issue; and

(ii)
Proposed Rights Issue of 30,000,120 new ordinary shares of RM1.00 each in the Company on the basis of 1 new ordinary share of RM1.00 each for every 2 existing ordinary shares of RM1.00 each held before the Proposed Bonus Issue, at an issue price to be determined and announced later.
The Securities Commission (“SC”) has, vide its letter dated 23 August 2002, approved the Proposed Rights Issue. The SC has further approved the Company’s application for extension of time of up to 22 August 2003 to implement the Proposed Rights Issue.  

Due to the prevailing soft share market condition, the Company has yet to implement the Proposed Bonus and Rights Issue and the Company has, on 7 August 2003, applied to the SC for further extension of time to implement the Proposed Rights Issue.
